regarding certain claims under certain circumstances; providing that a certain 22 

agreement is not a defense for certain purposes; requiring a court to make certain 23 

awards to certain employees under certain circumstances; prohibiting certain 24 

employers and employees from taking certain actions; establishing a certain penalty; 25 

prohibiting a certain conviction of a certain employer except under certain 26 

circumstances; requiring the Commissioner to enforce certain provisions of law; 27 

authorizing the Commissioner to conduct a certain investigation under certain 28 

circumstances; establishing an exemption under the Wage and Hour Law for a 29 

certain covered employee; establishing an exemption under the Living Wage Law for 30 
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a certain covered employee; providing for the application of certain provisions of this 1 

Act; defining certain terms; and generally relating to wages paid at heightened 2 

security interest locations.
