SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Public Safety
14-101.
(a)  In this title the following words have the meanings indicated.

(b) “Department” means the Maryland Department of Emergency Management.
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(c) “Emergency” means the imminent threat or occurrence of severe or
widespread loss of life, injury, or other health impacts, property damage or destruction,
social or economic disruption, or environmental degradation from natural, technological, or
human-made causes.

(2) “Secretary” means the Secretary of Emergency Management.
SUBTITLE 12. OFFICE OF RESILIENCE.

THERE IS AN OFFICE OF RESILIENCE IN THE MARYLAND DEPARTMENT OF
EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT.

14-1202.

(A) THE HEAD OF THE OFFICE OF RESILIENCE IS THE CHIEF RESILIENCE
OFFICER, WHO SHALL BE APPOINTED BY AND SERVE AT THE PLEASURE OF THE
SECRETARY.

(B) THE CHIEF RESILIENCE OFFICER IS IN THE EXECUTIVE SERVICE OF
THE STATE PERSONNEL MANAGEMENT SYSTEM AND IS ENTITLED TO THE SALARY
PROVIDED IN THE STATE BUDGET.

(c) THE CHIEF RESILIENCE OFFICER IS RESPONSIBLE FOR COORDINATING
STATE AND LOCAL EFFORTS TO BUILD RESILIENCE TO RISKS IDENTIFIED IN THE
MARYLAND HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN.

(D) THE DUTIES OF THE CHIEF RESILIENCE OFFICER INCLUDE:

(1) COORDINATING STATE AND LOCAL EFFORTS TO BUILD
RESILIENCE TO RISKS IDENTIFIED IN THE MARYLAND HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN;

(2) DEVELOPING A STATE RESILIENCE STRATEGY AND ASSISTING
LOCAL AGENCIES IN THEIR EFFORTS TO PREPARE AND IMPLEMENT RESILIENCE
STRATEGIES;

(3) COORDINATING ACROSS STATE AND LOCAL AGENCIES TO
PREPARE AND IMPLEMENT RESILIENCE STRATEGIES;

(4) IDENTIFYING, SECURING, AND ASSISTING IN ACCESSING

FEDERAL, STATE, AND PRIVATE FUNDING STREAMS AND TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE
THAT CAN BE USED TO SUPPORT STATE AND LOCAL RESILIENCE EFFORTS;

(5) WORKING WITH BUSINESS LEADERS FROM INDUSTRIES
VULNERABLE TO THE RISKS TO IDENTIFY BEST PRACTICES FOR PREPARING FOR
AND RESPONDING TO RISKS; AND

(6) ENSURING THAT INVESTMENTS PRIORITIZE VULNERABLE
COMMUNITIES AND ENVIRONMENTAL JUSTICE.

14-1203.
(A) THE OFFICE OF RESILIENCE SHALL:

(1) COORDINATE AND ADMINISTER FEDERAL PREVENTION,
PROTECTION, MITIGATION, AND RECOVERY-FOCUSED PROGRAMS;

(2) ADMINISTER STATE MITIGATION GRANTS AND LOANS;

(3) BEVEEOP IDENTIFY FLOOD RISK ASSESSMENT TOOLS FOR USE BY
PROGRAMS AND PROJECTS STATEWIDE;

(4) ADMINISTER OTHER PROGRAMS AS DIRECTED BY THE
SECRETARY AND THE CHIEF RESILIENCE OFFICER;

(5) PRIORITIZE VULNERABLE COMMUNITIES AND ENSURE THAT
INVESTMENTS ARE MADE WITH A FOCUS ON ENVIRONMENTAL JUSTICE; AND

(6) CONDUCT OUTREACH AND PROVIDE TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE TO

(B) (1) ON OR BEFORE JANUARY 1, 2024, AND EACH JANUARY 1
THEREAFTER, THE OFFICE OF RESILIENCE SHALL REPORT TO THE STATE
TREASURER, THE GOVERNOR, AND, IN ACCORDANCE WITH § 2-1257 OF THE STATE
GOVERNMENT ARTICLE, THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY ON THE CURRENT STATUS AND
EFFICACY OF STATE AND LOCAL RESILIENCY EFFORTS.

(2) THE REPORT SHALL INCLUDE:

(I) A SUMMARY OF THE ACTIVITY OF THE OFFICE OF
RESILIENCE DURING THE PREVIOUS CALENDAR YEAR;

(I) RECOMMENDATIONS BASED ON INFORMATION GATHERED

BY THE MARYLAND DEPARTMENT OF THE ENVIRONMENT AND THE UNIVERSITY OF
MARYLAND CENTER FOR ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE; AND
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(III) PLANS TO INCREASE RESILIENCY IN THE STATE FOR THE
NEXT YEAR, 2 YEARS, 5 YEARS, AND 10 YEARS, INCLUDING POTENTIAL FUNDING
SOURCES FOR THE PLANS.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That it is the intent of the General
Assembly that State agencies and entities coordinate and cooperate with the Office of
Resilience to carry out strategies and programs related to resilience.

SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2022.
