 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 14 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 15

 (a) Except as provided in § 7–302 of this title, in § 7–507 of this subtitle, or, as 18 

otherwise provided by law, fines, penalties, and forfeitures that are recovered IN A CIRCUIT 19 

COURT shall be paid to the county in which the crime occurred. 20 

 

 (B) NOTWITHSTANDING SUBSECTION (A) OF THIS SECTION, FINES, 21 

PENALTIES, AND FORFEITURES THAT ARE RECOVERED IN A CASE IN A CIRCUIT 22 

COURT FOR A VIOLATION UNDER TITLE 5 OF THE CRIMINAL LAW ARTICLE SHALL 23 

BE ALLOCATED AS FOLLOWS: 24 
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  (1)  95% TO THE COUNTY IN WHICH THE VIOLATION OCCURRED TO BE 1 

USED FOR FUNDING DRUG TREATMENT AND EDUCATION PROGRAMS; AND  2 

 

  (2)  5% TO THE CLERK OF THE CIRCUIT COURT AS A COMMISSION.  3 

 

 [(b)](C) No portion of any fine, penalty, or forfeiture may be paid to an informer. 4

October 1, 2019. 6
