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  (2) A CHILD’S INITIAL INDIVIDUALIZED EDUCATION PROGRAM 1 

MEETING;  2 

 

  (3) AT LEAST ONE TIME EACH YEAR AT A CHILD’S 3 

INDIVIDUALIZED EDUCATION PROGRAM MEETING; AND 4 

 

  (4) ON THE APPROVAL OR DENIAL OF A PARENT’S REQUEST FOR 5 

A RELATED SERVICE TO ENABLE A CHILD WITH A DISABILITY TO BENEFIT FROM 6 

SPECIAL EDUCATION.  7
