HABILITATIVE SERVICES, AT THE FOLLOWING TIMES: 2 

 

  (1) THE TRANSITION MEETING FOR A CHILD MOVING FROM THE 3 

MARYLAND INFANTS AND TODDLERS PROGRAM TO A LOCAL SCHOOL SYSTEM; 4 

 

  (2) A CHILD’S INITIAL INDIVIDUALIZED EDUCATION PROGRAM 5 

MEETING;  6 

 

  (3) AT LEAST ONE TIME EACH YEAR AT A CHILD’S 7 

INDIVIDUALIZED EDUCATION PROGRAM MEETING; AND 8 

 

  (4) ON THE APPROVAL OR DENIAL OF A PARENT’S OR GUARDIAN’S 9 

REQUEST FOR A RELATED SERVICE TO ENABLE A CHILD WITH A DISABILITY TO 10 

BENEFIT FROM SPECIAL EDUCATION.  11 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 12
