COMBAT, THAT THE ADMINISTRATION DEDICATE A BRIDGE OR ANOTHER 22 

APPROPRIATE STRUCTURE UNDER THE JURISDICTION OF THE ADMINISTRATION TO 23 
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THE RECIPIENT’S SPOUSE, CHILD, OR OTHER RELATIVE WHOSE LIFE WAS LOST IN 1 

COMBAT.  2 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 3
