and Morgan State University; requiring the State to set certain funding at 10 

certain levels as compared to a group of peer institutions in certain states; 11 

limiting the annual increase in tuition and fees that may be charged each 12 

academic year for certain students under certain circumstances; requiring the 13 

Governor to include in the annual budget submission for certain fiscal years a 14 

certain amount of State General Fund support for the University System of 15 

Maryland and Morgan State University; requiring additional State funds to be 16 

used for certain priorities; requiring the Governor to include in the annual 17 

budget submission supplemental funding to certain institutions to be used for 18 

certain purposes; requiring performance accountability plans to include 19 

graduation rates as the primary indicator of performance for certain 20 

institutions; requiring the Board of Regents of the University System of 21 

Maryland to submit a biannual report beginning on a certain date regarding 22 

certain policies and procedures; authorizing a governing board to develop a pilot 23 

tuition plan for certain purposes, subject to certain restrictions; requiring the 24 

Commission to develop and implement a graduated scale for certain grants 25 

based on certain criteria; modifying a certain award amount for a certain 26 

scholarship program; requiring the Commission to modify certain grants based 27 

on certain criteria; declaring the intent of the General Assembly; requiring 28 

certain reports to be submitted to the General Assembly on or before certain 29 

dates; defining certain terms; and generally relating to State support for higher 30 

education institutions and tuition at those institutions in Maryland.  31

Subtitle 3 of the Education Article so that 100% of need is met for students with family 33 
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incomes of up to 150% of the federal poverty level and that smaller grants are made to 1 

students with family incomes between 150% and 200% of the federal poverty level. 2 

 

 SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That it is the intent of the 3 

General Assembly to move the sum of the General Fund of the State appropriation 4 

and tuition for institutions in the University System of Maryland, on a per student 5 

basis, to at least the average of their peer institutions as determined by the Maryland 6 

Higher Education Commission, in order to be consistent with Chapter 246 of the Acts 7 

of the General Assembly of 1988, which formed the University System of Maryland, 8 

and with Chapter 515 of the Acts of the General Assembly of 1999, also known as the 9 

Larson Commission Act. 10 

 

 SECTION 4. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That it is the intent of the 11 

General Assembly to continue to support the State’s historically African American 12 

institutions in accordance with the agreement reached between the State of Maryland 13 

and the United States Department of Education, Office of Civil Rights in December 14 

2000. 15 

 

 SECTION 5. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 16 

July 1, 2013. 17
