CHARGED WITH THE ADMINISTRATION OR ENFORCEMENT OF THE LAW ALLEGED 22 

TO HAVE BEEN VIOLATED; OR 23 
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  (3) ANY OTHER PERSON FOR THE PURPOSE OF TRANSMITTING 1 

THE INFORMATION TO A PERSON LISTED IN ITEM (1) OR (2) OF THIS SECTION. 2
