 A LICENSE ISSUED BY ANOTHER STATE TO AN INDIVIDUAL WHO IS A 3 

CURRENT OR FORMER MEMBER OF THE ARMED FORCES OF THE UNITED 4 

STATES TO CARRY A REGULATED FIREARM, INCLUDING A CONCEALED 5 

REGULATED FIREARM, IS VALID IN THIS STATE. 6 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 7 

October 1, 2010. 8
