FOR the purpose of establishing an Adult High School Pilot Program; providing for the 3 

purpose of the Program; providing that the Program is under the authority and 4 

supervision of the State Department of Education and the Department of Labor, 5 

Licensing, and Regulation; authorizing the Department, in consultation with the 6 

Department of Labor, Licensing, and Regulation, to approve up to a certain number 7 

of pilots; establishing requirements for a pilot under the Program; requiring the 8 

Department and the Department of Labor, Licensing, and Regulation to consider 9 

certain items when considering whether to approve a certain pilot; providing that a 10 

certain pilot is not a public school for certain purposes; requiring an applicant to 11 

submit a certain plan to the Department and the Department of Labor, Licensing, 12 

and Regulation that includes certain information; requiring the Department, in 13 

consultation with the Department of Labor, Licensing, and Regulation, to approve 14 

or disapprove certain items within a certain period of time; requiring the State Board 15 
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of Education to grant a certain pilot a waiver from certain regulations; prohibiting 1 

the State Board from granting a waiver of a certain assessment requirement in a 2 

certain regulation; requiring a pilot to be subject to the requirements of a certain 3 

federal law and provide certain accommodations; requiring the Department and the 4 

Department of Labor, Licensing, and Regulation to establish qualifications for 5 

operators of pilots under the Program; providing for the minimum content of certain 6 

qualifications; requiring certain operators to adopt certain written standards; 7 

requiring certain standards to be submitted to the Department and Department of 8 

Labor, Licensing, and Regulation for approval; authorizing an operator to partner 9 

with certain entities; requiring an Advisory Board to govern a pilot; providing for the 10 

membership, appointments, officers, and filling of vacancies for an Advisory Board; 11 

providing for the qualifications of teachers and the salaries of certain teachers and 12 

certain professional personnel of a pilot; authorizing the operator or the Advisory 13 

Board to apply for and accept certain funding from certain entities; requiring an 14 

operator to conduct a certain evaluation each year; requiring an operator, after 15 

receiving certain approval from the Advisory Board, to submit a certain evaluation 16 

report to certain departments; requiring, beginning on a certain date, a certain 17 

operator to submit certain information to certain departments; requiring the 18 

Department and the Department of Labor, Licensing, and Regulation to jointly 19 

submit to the Governor and the General Assembly a certain report on or before a 20 

certain date; requiring the Department and the Department of Labor, Licensing, and 21 

Regulation to send a certain written notice to certain pilots under certain 22 

circumstances; requiring the Department and the Department of Labor, Licensing, 23 

and Regulation to jointly adopt certain regulations; defining certain terms; and 24 

generally relating to the Adult High School Pilot Program. 25
