A BILL ENTITLED
AN ACT concerning

Public Institutions of Higher Education — Restrictions on Altering Building
Names

FOR the purpose of prohibiting the Board of Regents of the University System of
Maryland, the Board of Regents of Morgan State University, and the Board of
Trustees of St. Mary’s College of Maryland from changing the name of certain
campus buildings without approval from the Governor and the General
Assembly; requiring certain boards to transfer the name of certain buildings
under certain circumstances; and generally relating to altering building names
at public institutions of higher education.

Section 12-104(f-1), 14-104(b-1), and 14—404(b-1)
Annotated Code of Maryland
(2008 Replacement Volume and 2013 Supplement)

SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article - Education
12—-104.

(F-1) (1) WITHOUT THE APPROVAL OF THE (GOVERNOR AND THE
GENERAL ASSEMBLY, THE BOARD MAY NOT CHANGE THE NAME OF ANY
CAMPUS BUILDING.

(2) (0 IF A CAMPUS BUILDING IS DEMOLISHED IN ORDER TO
CONSTRUCT A NEW CAMPUS BUILDING AND THE NEW CAMPUS BUILDING WILL

October 1, 2014.
