 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 17

 (A) THE ATTORNEY GENERAL, IN CONSULTATION WITH APPROPRIATE 21 

STAKEHOLDERS, SHALL DEVELOP GUIDELINES TO ASSIST PUBLIC SCHOOLS, 22 

HOSPITALS, AND COURTHOUSES TO DRAFT POLICIES THAT LIMIT CIVIL 23 

IMMIGRATION ENFORCEMENT ACTIVITIES ON THEIR PREMISES IN ORDER TO 24 

ENSURE THESE FACILITIES REMAIN SAFE AND ACCESSIBLE TO ALL, REGARDLESS OF 25 
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 (B) PUBLIC SCHOOLS, HOSPITALS, AND COURTHOUSES MAY ESTABLISH 2 

AND PUBLISH POLICIES THAT LIMIT IMMIGRATION ENFORCEMENT ON THEIR 3 

PREMISES TO THE FULLEST EXTENT POSSIBLE CONSISTENT WITH FEDERAL AND 4 

STATE LAW BASED ON THE GUIDELINES DEVELOPED BY THE ATTORNEY GENERAL.  5
