Treasurer to hold the Fund separately and invest the money in the Fund in a certain 19 

manner; requiring the Comptroller to account for the Fund; providing for the 20 

composition and uses of the Fund; prohibiting any unspent portion of the Fund from 21 

being transferred or used in a certain manner; requiring the Board to prepare certain 22 

reports annually; authorizing the Fund to be subject to a certain audit; requiring the 23 

Governor to include certain appropriations providing that funds for the Program will 24 

be as provided in the State budget in certain fiscal years for certain purposes; 25 
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requiring the Board to explore certain possibilities; requiring the Board to submit 1 

certain reports to the Governor and the General Assembly in accordance with certain 2 

provisions of law; providing for the staggering of the terms of certain members of the 3 

Board; stating the intent of the General Assembly in awarding stipends and 4 

scholarships under this Act; requiring certain members of the Board to be appointed 5 

on or before a certain date; defining certain terms; and generally relating to the 6 

establishment of the Maryland Corps Program.
