the qualifications of a qualified independent assessor; requiring the Secretary to 13 

include on a certain consolidated list certain invasive plants classified as a prohibited 14 

invasive plant in a certain manner; requiring the Department of Agriculture and the 15

FROM THE DEPARTMENT, THE DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES, OR THE 26 

COMMITTEE. 27 

 

 (M) “WATCH LIST” MEANS A LIST OF PLANT SPECIES THAT: 28 

 

  (1) HAVE BEEN ASSESSED BY AN EXPERT ASSESSOR IN ACCORDANCE 29 

WITH § 9.5–301 OF THIS TITLE;  30 

 

  (2) WERE NOT DETERMINED BY THE ASSESSMENT TO BE ELIGIBLE 31 

FOR CLASSIFICATION AS A PROHIBITED INVASIVE PLANT; AND  32 
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  (3) MAY BE REASSESSED IN THE FUTURE. 1

  (2) Mark or tag the plant in a conspicuous manner; and 25 

 

  (3) Provide written notice to the owner, tenant, or person in charge of the 26 

premises. 27 

 

 (b) (1) On notice from the Secretary, a person shall dispose of a [tier 1] 28 

PROHIBITED INVASIVE plant in accordance with regulations adopted by the Secretary. 29 

 

  (2) If a [tier 1] PROHIBITED INVASIVE plant is not disposed of in 30 

accordance with paragraph (1) of this subsection, the Secretary shall: 31 
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   (i) Destroy the plant; 1 

 

   (ii) Prepare a statement of facts and a statement of the expense of 2

   (iii) Provide copies of the statements to the Attorney General. 4

  (2) A copy of the statements prepared under subsection (b)(2) of this section 7 

is sufficient evidence to prove a claim under this subsection.

 (a) If the Secretary finds that a tier 2 plant does not meet the signage requirement 10 

under § 9.5–302(b)(1) of this subtitle, the Secretary shall: 11 

 

  (1) Issue a stop sale order; and 12 

 

  (2) Mark or tag the plant in a conspicuous manner. 13 

 

 (b) The Secretary shall give written notice of a finding made under subsection (a) 14 

of this section to the owner, tenant, or person in charge of the premises. 15 

 

 (c) A stop sale order issued under this section shall remain in effect until the 16 

required signage is posted.] 17
