  (1) FOR A FIRST VIOLATION, A CIVIL PENALTY NOT EXCEEDING 3 

$1,000; AND 4 

 

  (2) FOR A SECOND OR SUBSEQUENT VIOLATION, A CIVIL PENALTY 5 

NOT EXCEEDING $5,000. 6
