 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF 9 

MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 10

 (e) (1) [(i)] The Ethics Commission shall provide a training course for 13 

regulated lobbyists and prospective regulated lobbyists at least twice each year 14 

regarding the provisions of the Maryland Public Ethics Law relevant to regulated 15 

lobbyists. One such course shall be conducted in the month of January. 16 

 

   [(ii) A regulated lobbyist, other than the employer of a regulated 17 

lobbyist as described in § 15–701(a)(6) of this title, shall attend a training course 18 

provided under subparagraph (i) of this paragraph at least once in any 2–year period 19 

during which a lobbyist has registered with the Ethics Commission.] 20 

 

  (2) At the time of a person’s initial registration as a regulated lobbyist, 21 

the Ethics Commission shall provide the person with information relating to the 22 

provisions of the Maryland Public Ethics Law relevant to regulated lobbyists. 23

 (e) (1) (i) [1.] The Ethics Commission shall provide a training 25 

course for regulated lobbyists and prospective regulated lobbyists at least twice each 26 

year on the provisions of the Maryland Public Ethics Law relevant to regulated 27 

lobbyists. 28 

 

    [2.] (II) One training course shall be held each January. 29 

 

   [(ii) An individual regulated lobbyist, other than the employer of 30 

a regulated lobbyist as described in § 5–701(a)(6) of this title, shall attend a training 31 

course provided under subparagraph (i) of this paragraph at least once in any 2–year 32 

period during which the lobbyist has registered with the Ethics Commission.] 33 
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  (2) When a person initially registers as a regulated lobbyist, the 1 

Ethics Commission shall provide the person with information on the provisions of the 2 

Maryland Public Ethics Law relevant to regulated lobbyists.  3

ACCORDANCE WITH § 15–703(F) 5–704(F) OF THIS SUBTITLE EARLIER THAN 6 12 

MONTHS AFTER THE DATE OF REGISTRATION, BEFORE ANY SUBSEQUENT 13 

REGISTRATION WITH THE ETHICS COMMISSION; AND 14 

 

  (2) ON COMPLETION OF THE INITIAL TRAINING COURSE UNDER 15 

ITEM (1) OF THIS SECTION, WITHIN THE 2–YEAR PERIOD FOLLOWING THE DATE 16 

OF THE MOST RECENTLY COMPLETED TRAINING COURSE. 17 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 18
