SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Real Property
8—401.

(a) (1) IN THIS SECTION, “RENT”, FOR PREMISES SUBJECT TO A
RESIDENTIAL LEASE:

(1) MEANS THE FIXED PERIODIC SUM FOR USE AND
POSSESSION OF THE LEASED PREMISES; AND

(I) DOES NOT INCLUDE ANY ADDITIONAL PAYMENTS DUE FROM
THE TENANT TO THE LANDLORD UNDER THE LEASE.

(2) Whenever the tenant or tenants fail to pay the rent when due and
payable, it shall be lawful for the landlord to have again and repossess the premises.

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(3) THE PROVISIONS OF ANY LOCAL LAW ENACTED BY THE GENERAL

SHALL YIELD TO THIS SUBSECTION TO AVOID INCONSISTENCY OR CONFLICT.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2019.
