SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

5 (1) after [1 year] 3 YEARS from the date of purchase;

6 (2) after October 1, if the claimant elects to file an annual claim for the

8 (3) for a period of less than 1 year, after 3 months following the end of the
9 period for which the claim is filed.

11 apply retroactively and shall be applied to and interpreted to affect purchases of motor fuel
12 made on or after July 1, 2017.
