3. A schedule of payments may provide for the deferral of the first periodic payment subsequent
to any down payment for a period of not more than 12 months, except that interest or costs may not
accrue in connection with the deferral of the first periodic payment if the deferral isfor a period of time
in excess of 90120 days;
