
HB 709 -- NONDISCLOSURE AGREEMENTS IN CHILD SEXUAL ABUSE CASES

SPONSOR: Seitz

This bill provides that a nondisclosure agreement by any party to
any child sexual abuse claim is not judicially enforceable in a
dispute involving any child sexual abuse claim, and must be null
and void.

This section will apply to any action commenced on or after August
28, 2025.

This bill is similar to HB 114 (2025) and HB 1617 (2024).
