BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MONTANA:10

NEW SECTION.  Section 1.  Time limits. The appropriations contained in [section 2] are intended to12

provide necessary and ordinary expenditures for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2019.  The unspent balance of13

any appropriation must revert to the appropriate fund.14

NEW SECTION.  Section 2.  Appropriations -- authorization to spend money.  The following money16

is appropriated, subject to the terms and conditions of [section 1]:17

NEW SECTION.  Section 3.  Fund transfers. (1) The state treasurer shall transfer $15 million from the9

private correctional facility contract renegotiation account to the fire suppression account provided for in10

76-13-150 upon passage and approval of [this act].11

(2)  The state treasurer shall transfer $15 million from the general fund to the fire suppression account12

provided for in 76-13-150 upon passage and approval of [this act]. This amount was previously transferred to the13

general fund from the private correctional facility contract renegotiation account pursuant to House Bill 6 of the14

November 2017 Special Session.15

(3) THE STATE TREASURER SHALL TRANSFER $15 MILLION FROM THE GENERAL FUND TO THE BUDGET16

STABILIZATION RESERVE FUND ESTABLISHED IN 17-7-130.17

(4)  THE STATE TREASURER SHALL TRANSFER $6.5 MILLION FROM THE GENERAL FUND TO THE FIRE SUPPRESSION18

ACCOUNT ESTABLISHED IN 76-13-150.19
