12 NEW SECTION. Section 1. Exemption from environmental review. The department is exempt

13 from the provisions of Title 75, chapter 1, parts 1 and 2, when authorizing grants, loans, or bonds related to
14 conservation, reclamation, and renewable resource activities pursuant to this part.
15

16 NEW SECTION. Section 2. Exemption from environmental review. The department of natural

17 resources and conservation is exempt from the provisions of Title 75, chapter 1, parts 1 and 2, when

18  authorizing grants, loans, or bonds related to conservation, reclamation, and renewable resource activities
19 pursuant to this part.

21 NEW SECTION. Section 3. Exemption from environmental review. The department is exempt

22  from the provisions of Title 75, chapter 1, parts 1 and 2, when authorizing grants, loans, or bonds related to
23 conservation, reclamation, and renewable resource activities pursuant to this part.

25 NEW SECTION. Section 4. Exemption from environmental review. The department is exempt

26  from the provisions of Title 75, chapter 1, parts 1 and 2, when authorizing grants, loans, or bonds related to
27 conservation, reclamation, and renewable resource activities pursuant to this part.

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1 NEW SECTION. Section 5. Codification instruction. (1) [Section 1] is intended to be codified as

2 an integral part of Title 76, chapter 15, part 5 1, and the provisions of Title 76, chapter 15, part 5 1, apply to

3  [section 1].

4 (2) [Section 2] is intended to be codified as an integral part of Title 80, chapter 7, part 10, and the
5 provisions of Title 80, chapter 7, part 10, apply to [section 2].
