A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: "AN ACT PROVIDING FOR A STATUTORY APPROPRIATION TO THE4

DEPARTMENT OF MILITARY AFFAIRS TO PROVIDE GRANTS TO THE MONTANA CIVIL AIR PATROL;5

REQUIRING THE DEPARTMENT TO REPORT ON GRANTS AND CERTAIN METRICS EACH LEGISLATIVE6

SESSION; AMENDING SECTION 17-7-502, MCA; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE AND A7

TERMINATION DATE."8

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MONTANA:10

NEW SECTION.  Section 1.  Grants -- civil air patrol -- reporting requirements.  (1)  The department12

of military affairs shall distribute grants to the Montana civil air patrol on an annual basis to provide training to civil13

air patrol members.14

(2) The amount of $50,000 is statutorily appropriated on an annual basis, as provided in 17-7-502, from15

the general fund to the department of military affairs for the purposes outlined in subsection (1).16

(3)  At each legislative session, the department of military affairs shall report to the house appropriations17

committee on the distribution of grants and the following metrics:18

(a)  the extent to which counties are informed of the services provided by the civil air patrol;19

(b)  the extent to which the civil air patrol is used by counties for search and rescue operations; and20

(c)  the amount of savings realized by counties who have used the civil air patrol for search and rescue21

operations.22

Section 2.  Section 17-7-502, MCA, is amended to read:24

"17-7-502.  Statutory appropriations -- definition -- requisites for validity. (1) A statutory25

appropriation is an appropriation made by permanent law that authorizes spending by a state agency without the26

need for a biennial legislative appropriation or budget amendment.27

(2)  Except as provided in subsection (4), to be effective, a statutory appropriation must comply with both28

of the following provisions:29

(a)  The law containing the statutory authority must be listed in subsection (3).30
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(b)  The law or portion of the law making a statutory appropriation must specifically state that a statutory1

appropriation is made as provided in this section.2

(4)  There is a statutory appropriation to pay the principal, interest, premiums, and costs of issuing,16

paying, and securing all bonds, notes, or other obligations, as due, that have been authorized and issued17

pursuant to the laws of Montana. Agencies that have entered into agreements authorized by the laws of Montana18

to pay the state treasurer, for deposit in accordance with 17-2-101 through 17-2-107, as determined by the state19

treasurer, an amount sufficient to pay the principal and interest as due on the bonds or notes have statutory20

appropriation authority for the payments.(In subsection (3): pursuant to sec. 10, Ch. 360, L. 1999, the inclusion21

of 19-20-604 terminates contingently when the amortization period for the teachers' retirement system's unfunded22

liability is 10 years or less; pursuant to sec. 10, Ch. 10, Sp.
