"7-2-4736. Preservation of existing garbage or solid waste service in the event of annexation. {3}
A municipality that annexes or incorporates additional area receiving garbage and solid waste disposal service
by from a motor carrier authorized by the public service commission to eendaet-steh provide that service may
not provide exclusive competitive or similar garbage and solid waste disposal service to any person or business

located in the annexed or incorporated area until the municipality first fully compensates the private motor carrier

for the resulting damage to its business, including but not limited to the diminished fair market value of the

business and diminished value of the Class D certificate issued by the public service commission under

69-12-314. fer-5yearsfollowingannexatiorrexcept:
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Section 2. Section 7-13-4107, MCA, is amended to read:

"7-13-4107. Protection of private waste disposal service in municipality. A municipality, as of
January 1, 1979, that receives garbage and solid waste disposal services from a private motor carrier authorized
by the public service commission to provide that service may not, by ordinance or otherwise, etectte provide

exclusive garbage and solid waste service tntess until the municipality pays first fully compensates the private

motor carrier for the resulting damage to its business, including but not limited to the diminished fair market value

of the business and diminished value of the Class D certificate issued by the public service commission under

NEW SECTION.
