A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: "AN ACT ESTABLISHING THE MONTANA THERAPEUTIC MARIJUANA ACT5

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MONTANA:15

16

NEW SECTION.  Section 1.  Short title -- purpose. (1) [Sections 1 through 40] may be cited as the17

"Montana Therapeutic Marijuana Act".18

(2)  The purpose of [sections 1 through 40] is to:19

(a)  provide legal protections to individuals with debilitating medical conditions who engage in the20

therapeutic use of marijuana as provided in [sections 1 through 40] to alleviate the symptoms of their debilitating21

medical conditions;22

(b)  allow for the possession, cultivation, manufacture, delivery, and transportation of marijuana as23

permitted by [sections 1 through 40]; and24

(c)  create a framework for therapeutic use of marijuana that protects the health, welfare, and safety of25

both the persons engaging in the therapeutic use of marijuana and the general public by:26

(i)  allowing individuals who provide the required application materials to obtain registry identification27

cards;28

(ii) allowing individuals to assist, without compensation, up to four registered cardholders with the29

cultivation and manufacture of therapeutic marijuana;30
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(iii) providing for licensure of individuals, businesses, and organizations that are involved in the cultivation,1

manufacture, delivery, transportation, and transfer of therapeutic marijuana or related products;2

(iv) allowing certain licensees to be reimbursed for their costs; and3

(v)  establishing reporting requirements for production of therapeutic marijuana and sales and inspection4

requirements for licensed premises.  5

NEW SECTION.  Section 2.  Definitions. As used in [sections 1 through 40], unless the context clearly7

requires otherwise, the following definitions apply:8

(1)  "Courier" means an individual or business that is licensed to transport and deliver therapeutic9

marijuana or therapeutic marijuana-infused products from a licensed premises to a registered cardholder.10

(2)  "Debilitating medical condition" means:11

(a)  cancer, glaucoma, positive status for human immunodeficiency virus, or acquired immune deficiency12

syndrome when the condition or disease results in symptoms that seriously and adversely affect the patient's13

health status;14

(b)  cachexia or wasting syndrome;15

(c)  severe chronic pain that is documented by:16

(i)  the patient's primary care physician and by a specialist with expertise in the disease process that is17

causing the pain; and18

(ii) objective proof of the etiology of the pain, including diagnostic tests that include but are not limited to19

the results of an x-ray, computerized tomography scan, or magnetic resonance imaging;20

(d)  intractable nausea or vomiting;21

(e)  epilepsy or an intractable seizure disorder;22

(f)  multiple sclerosis;23

(g)  Crohn's disease;24

(h)  painful peripheral neuropathy;25

(i)  a central nervous system disorder resulting in chronic, painful spasticity or muscle spasms;26

(j)  admittance into hospice care in accordance with rules adopted by the department; or27

(k)  any other medical condition or treatment for a medical condition approved by the legislature after28

reviewing recommendations of the advisory board provided for in [section 3].29

(3)  "Department" means the department of public health and human services.30
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(4)  "Licensed premises" means the premises at which a therapeutic marijuana grower, a therapeutic1

marijuana-infused products manufacturer, or a registrant of a grower or manufacturer is authorized to cultivate,2

manufacture, or provide therapeutic marijuana or therapeutic marijuana-infused products.3

(5)  "Licensee" means a courier, personal production assistant, therapeutic marijuana grower, or4

therapeutic marijuana-infused products manufacturer that has received a license pursuant to [sections 17 through5

40].6

(6)  "Limited access area" means a building, room, or other contiguous area on a licensed premises to7

which only persons licensed or registered by the state licensing authority pursuant to [sections 17 through 40]8

may have access.9

(7)  "Local government" means a county, a consolidated government, or an incorporated city or town.10

(8)  "Marijuana" has the meaning provided in 50-32-101.11

(9)  "Mature marijuana plant" means a harvestable female marijuana plant that is flowering.12

(10) "Paraphernalia" has the meaning provided in 45-10-101.13

(11) (a) "Personal production assistant" means an individual 18 years of age or older who is licensed14

pursuant to [sections 17 through 40] and who has agreed to assist a registered cardholder as allowed under15

[section 23].16

(b)  The term does not include the cardholder's primary care or referral physician.17

(12) "Primary care physician" means a person who:18

(a)  is licensed under Title 37, chapter 3;19

(b)  has an established office in Montana; and20

(c)  has a bona fide professional relationship with the patient that has existed for at least 6 months and21

has included at least four visits at which the patient's debilitating medical condition was reviewed or assessed.22

(13) "Qualifying patient" means a person who has been diagnosed by a physician or physicians as having23

a debilitating medical condition.24

(14) "Referral physician" means a person who:25

(a)  is licensed under Title 37, chapter 3;26

(b)  has an established office in Montana; and27

(c)  is the person PHYSICIAN to whom a patient's primary care physician has referred the patient for28

physical examination and medical assessment.29

(15) "Registered cardholder" or "cardholder" means a Montana resident with a debilitating medical30
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condition who has received and maintains a valid registry identification card.1

(16) "Registrant" means an individual who is registered by the state licensing authority for the purposes2

of working for a therapeutic marijuana grower or therapeutic marijuana-infused products manufacturer.3

(17) "Registry identification card" means a document issued by the department pursuant to [section 4]4

that identifies an individual as a registered cardholder.5

(18) (a) "Resident" means an individual who meets the requirements of 1-1-215.6

(b)  An individual is not considered a resident for the purposes of [sections 1 through 40] if the individual:7

(i)  claims residence in another state or country for any purpose; or8

(ii) is an absentee property owner paying property tax on property in Montana.9

(19) "Seedling" means a marijuana plant that has no flowers and is less than 12 inches in height and less10

than 12 inches in diameter.11

(20) "Standard of care" means, AT A MINIMUM:12

(a)  the following activities when undertaken by a patient's primary care physician OR REFERRAL PHYSICIAN13

if the primary care physician OR REFERRAL PHYSICIAN is providing written certification for a patient with a debilitating14

medical condition:15

(i)  obtaining the patient's medical history;16

(ii) performing a relevant physical examination;17

(iii) reviewing prior treatment and treatment response for the debilitating medical condition;18

(iv) obtaining and reviewing relevant diagnostic test results related to the debilitating medical condition;19

(v)  discussing with the patient and ensuring that the patient understands the advantages, disadvantages,20

alternatives, potential adverse effects, and expected response to the recommended treatment;21

(vi) monitoring the response to treatment and possible adverse effects; and22

(vii) creating and maintaining patient records that remain with the physician; or23

(b)  the following activities undertaken by a referral physician when the referral physician THE SECOND24

PHYSICIAN WHO is providing written certification FOR A MINOR OR A QUALIFYING PATIENT WHOSE DEBILITATING MEDICAL25

CONDITION IS SEVERE CHRONIC PAIN:26

(i)  obtaining the patient's medical history;27

(ii) reviewing prior treatment and treatment response for the debilitating medical condition;28

(iii) obtaining and reviewing relevant diagnostic test results related to the debilitating medical condition;29

and30
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(iv) creating and maintaining patient records that remain with the physician.1

(21) "State licensing authority" means the public service commission provided for in 2-15-2602.2

(22) "Therapeutic marijuana" means marijuana that is cultivated, manufactured, transferred, or used for3

therapeutic use.4

(23) "Therapeutic marijuana grower" means an organization that meets the requirements of [section 20]5

and is licensed pursuant to [sections 17 through 40] to cultivate marijuana at a licensed premises.6

(24) (a) "Therapeutic marijuana-infused product" means a product that contains therapeutic marijuana7

and is intended for therapeutic use by means other than smoking.8

(b)  The term includes but is not limited to edible products, ointments, and tinctures.9

(25) "Therapeutic marijuana-infused products manufacturer" means an organization that meets the10

requirements of [section 20] and is licensed pursuant to [sections 17 through 40] to manufacture therapeutic11

marijuana-infused products.12

(26) "Therapeutic use" means:13

(a)  for a registered cardholder, the possession, cultivation, manufacture, transportation, or use of14

marijuana or paraphernalia by a registered cardholder to alleviate the symptoms or effects of the cardholder's15

debilitating medical condition; and16

(b)  for a licensee, the cultivation, manufacture, transportation, or storage of therapeutic marijuana or the17

possession and use of paraphernalia for the manufacture of therapeutic marijuana:18

(i)  as allowed by the applicable license; and19

(ii) solely for use by a registered cardholder.20

(27) "Written certification" means a statement signed by a physician stating that:21

(a) the physician has completed a full assessment of the qualifying patient's medical history and current22

medical condition;23

(b)  the assessment meets the standard of care;24

(c)  the qualifying patient has a debilitating medical condition; and25

(d)  the potential benefits of the therapeutic use of marijuana would likely outweigh the health risks for26

the qualifying patient.27

28

NEW SECTION.  Section 3.  Advisory board -- membership -- duties. (1) There is an advisory board29

consisting of eight medical practitioners representing the fields of neurology, pain management, medical30

oncology, psychiatry, infectious disease, family medicine OR INTERNAL MEDICINE, and gynecology OPHTHALMOLOGY.1

(2)  (a) Each advisory board member must be nationally board-certified in the member's area of specialty2

and knowledgeable about the therapeutic use of marijuana.3

(b)  The governor shall appoint the members from a list of practitioners proposed by Montana4

organizations representing physicians and health care facilities.5

(3)  The board shall meet two times a year to:6

(a)  review debilitating medical conditions previously approved by the legislature to determine whether7

to recommend changes to the eligibility criteria for individuals applying under those conditions or to review new8

scientific evidence pertaining to currently approved conditions, including information on the amount of therapeutic9

marijuana allowed for approved conditions or the form in which the marijuana should be used;10

(b)  review and, if necessary, recommend increases or decreases to the quantity of marijuana that11

therapeutic marijuana growers and registered cardholders may cultivate or manufacture in order to provide an12

adequate supply for registered cardholders;13

(c)  recommend the manner of consumption or application of marijuana-infused products that may be14

most appropriate for a particular debilitating medical condition; and15

(d)  review and recommend to the law and justice interim committee provided for in 5-5-226 additional16

debilitating medical conditions for which the benefits of the use of therapeutic marijuana would likely outweigh17

the risks, based on petitions submitted to the department for the addition of new debilitating medical conditions.18

(4)  Members of the board are entitled to be paid in an amount to be determined by the department, not19

to exceed $50 for each day in which a member is actually and necessarily engaged in the performance of board20

duties and to be reimbursed for travel expenses, as provided for in 2-18-501 through 2-18-503, incurred while21

performing board duties. The board's operational costs must be paid through fees, fines, and penalties paid22

pursuant to [sections 1 through 16].23

24

NEW SECTION.  Section 4.  Registry identification cards -- minors -- exceptions -- report to25

legislature. (1) The department shall establish and maintain a program for the issuance of registry identification26

cards to Montana residents who meet the requirements of [sections 1 through 40].27

(2)  Except as provided in subsections (4) and (5), the department shall issue a registry identification card28

to a qualifying patient who submits the following, in accordance with department rules:29

(a)  written certification that the person is a qualifying patient;30

(b)  for a qualifying patient whose medical condition is severe chronic pain, objective proof of the etiology1

of the pain established by the results of diagnostic tests, including but not limited to x-rays, a computerized2

tomography scan, or magnetic resonance imaging;3

(c)  an application fee or renewal fee;4

(d)  the name, address, and date of birth of the qualifying patient;5

(e)  proof of Montana residency;6

(f)  the name, street address, and telephone number of the qualifying patient's primary care physician7

and referral physician, if any;8

(g)  a statement on a form prescribed by the department pledging not to divert marijuana to anyone who9

is not allowed to possess marijuana pursuant to [sections 1 through 40];10

(h)  a statement indicating that the qualifying patient intends to:11

(i)  cultivate the qualifying patient's therapeutic marijuana; or12

(ii) obtain therapeutic marijuana from a therapeutic marijuana grower or a therapeutic marijuana-infused13

products manufacturer;14

(i)  (i) the name, street address, and date of birth of the individual's personal production assistant, if any;15

or16

(ii) an application for approval to acquire therapeutic marijuana from a therapeutic marijuana grower or17

therapeutic-marijuana infused products manufacturer.18

(3)  A registered cardholder may have only one personal production assistant if the cardholder chooses19

to cultivate and manufacture therapeutic marijuana rather than obtain the marijuana from a therapeutic marijuana20

grower or a therapeutic marijuana-infused products manufacturer.21

(4)  The department shall issue a registry identification card to a minor if the minor's custodial parent or22

legal guardian with responsibility for health care decisions:23

(a)  submits the materials required under subsection (2);24

(b)  provides proof of legal guardianship and responsibility for health care decisions if the person is25

submitting an application as the minor's legal guardian with responsibility for health care decisions; and26

(c)  signs and submits a written statement that:27

(i)  two physicians have explained to the minor and to the minor's custodial parent or legal guardian with28

responsibility for health care decisions the potential risks and benefits of the therapeutic use of marijuana; and29

(ii) the minor's custodial parent or legal guardian with responsibility for health care decisions:30
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(A)  consents to the therapeutic use of marijuana by the minor;1

(B)  agrees to serve as the minor's personal production assistant;2

(C)  agrees to control the acquisition of marijuana and the dosage and frequency of the therapeutic use3

of marijuana by the minor;4

(D)  submits fingerprints to facilitate a finger print and background check by the department of justice and5

the federal bureau of investigation. The parent or legal guardian shall pay the costs of the background check and6

may not be licensed if the parent or legal guardian does not meet the requirements of [sections 1 through 40].7

(E)  pledges, on a form prescribed by the department, not to divert marijuana to anyone who is not8

allowed to possess marijuana pursuant to [sections 1 through 40].9

(5)  The application for a minor must include written certification and the statements required under10

[section 5] from:11

(a)  the primary care physician who is recommending marijuana for therapeutic use; and12

(b)  a second physician who has conducted a comprehensive review of the minor's medical record as13

maintained by the minor's primary care physician and who is recommending marijuana for therapeutic use by the14

minor.15

(6)  An individual may not be a registered cardholder if the individual is IN THE CUSTODY OF OR under the16

supervision of the department of corrections, A DISTRICT COURT, A COURT OF LIMITED JURISDICTION, or a youth court.17

(7)  (a) The department shall verify the information contained in an application or renewal submitted18

pursuant to this section and shall approve or deny an application or renewal within 15 days of receipt of the19

application or renewal.20

(b)  The department may deny an application or renewal only:21

(i)  if the applicant did not provide the information required pursuant to this section;22

(ii) if the department determines that the information was falsified;23

(iii) if the applicant is not qualified to receive a registry identification card under the provisions of [sections24

1 through 40]; or25

(iv) for other reasons specified by the department by rule.26

(c)  Rejection of an application or renewal is considered a final department action, subject to judicial27

review.28

(8)  The department shall issue a registry identification card with a unique identification number within29

15 days of approving an application or renewal. Registry identification cards expire 1 year after the date of30
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issuance unless a physician has provided a written certification stating that a card is valid for a shorter period of1

time. A registry identification card must state:2

(a)  the name, street address, and date of birth of the registered cardholder;3

(b)  the name and street address of the primary care physician or referral physician, if any, who provided4

the written certification for the cardholder;5

(c)  the date of issuance and expiration date of the registry identification card; and6

(d)  other information that the department may specify by rule.7

(9)  The department shall provide the state licensing authority with the name of each registered8

cardholder who indicates on the application that the cardholder intends to:9

(a)  obtain therapeutic marijuana from a therapeutic marijuana grower or a therapeutic marijuana-infused10

products manufacturer; or11

(b)  use a personal production assistant.12

(10) (a) A registered cardholder shall notify the department within 10 days of any change in the:13

(i)  cardholder's street address, physician, or personal production assistant;14

(ii) status of the cardholder's debilitating medical condition.15

(b)  If a change occurs and is not reported to the department, the registry identification card is void.16

(11) The department shall report biannually to the legislature the number of applications for registry17

identification cards, the number of registered cardholders approved, the nature of the debilitating medical18

conditions of the cardholders, the number of registry identification cards revoked, the number of physicians19

providing written certification for registered cardholders, and the number of written certifications each physician20

has provided. The department may not provide any identifying information of cardholders or physicians. 21

22

NEW SECTION.  Section 5.  Written certification -- accompanying statements -- required23

notification to board of medical examiners. (1) The written certification provided by a physician must be made24

on a form prescribed by the department and signed and dated by the physician. The form must include:25

(a)  the physician's name, license number, office address, and telephone number on file with the board26

of medical examiners and the physician's BUSINESS e-mail address, IF ANY; and27

(b)  the qualifying patient's name, date of birth, and debilitating medical condition.28

(2)  A physician who is providing written certification for a qualifying patient 18 years of age or older or29

who is the primary care provider for a minor applying for a registry identification card shall provide:30
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(a)  a statement initialed by the physician that the physician:1

(i)  has a BONA FIDE professional relationship with the qualifying patient that has existed for at least 62

months and has included at least four visits at which the patient's debilitating medical condition was reviewed or3

assessed;4

(ii) has assumed primary responsibility for providing management and routine care of the qualifying5

patient's debilitating medical condition after conducting a comprehensive medical history and physical6

examination that included a personal review of any medical records maintained by other treating physicians and7

that may have included the qualifying patient's reaction and response to conventional medical therapies;8

(iii) has reviewed all prescription and nonprescription medications and supplements used by the qualifying9

patient and has considered the potential drug interaction with marijuana;10

(iv) has explained the potential risks and benefits of the therapeutic use of marijuana to the qualifying11

patient; and12

(v)  plans to continue to assess the patient and the patient's therapeutic use of marijuana during the13

course of the physician-patient relationship;14

(b)  a statement that in the physician's professional opinion the potential benefits of the therapeutic use15

of marijuana would likely outweigh the health risks for the qualifying patient; and16

(c)  an attestation that the information provided in the written certification and accompanying statements17

is true and correct.18

(3)  A physician who is the second physician recommending marijuana for therapeutic use by a minor19

or the second physician providing a written certification for a qualifying patient whose debilitating medical20

condition includes severe chronic pain shall submit:21

(a)  a statement initialed by the physician that the physician conducted a comprehensive review of the22

minor's medical records as maintained by the primary care physician or documented the qualifying patient's23

severe chronic pain as required pursuant to [sections 1 through 40];24

(b)  a statement that in the physician's professional opinion, the potential benefits of the therapeutic use25

of marijuana would likely outweigh the health risks for the minor or qualifying patient; and26

(c)  an attestation that the information provided in the written certification and accompanying statements27

is true and correct.28

(4)  (A) The department shall provide the board of medical examiners provided for in 2-15-1731 with the29

name of each physician, except a referral physician, who provides written certification for 25 or more patients30
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within a 12-month period. The board of medical examiners shall review the physician's practices in order to1

determine whether they meet the standard of care.2

(B)  THE PHYSICIAN WHOSE PRACTICES ARE UNDER REVIEW SHALL PAY THE COSTS OF THE BOARD'S REVIEW3

ACTIVITIES.4

5

NEW SECTION.  Section 6.  Unlawful conduct by cardholder -- penalties. (1) The department shall6

revoke and may not reissue the registry identification card of a person who:7

(a)  is convicted of a drug offense; or8

(b)  allows another person to be in possession of the cardholder's card for any purpose.9

(2)  A violation of A REGISTERED CARDHOLDER WHO VIOLATES [sections 1 through 16] is punishable by a10

fine not to exceed $10,000 $500 or by imprisonment in a county jail for a term not to exceed 1 year 6 MONTHS,11

or both, unless otherwise provided in [sections 1 through 16] or unless the violation would constitute a violation12

of Title 45. An offense constituting a violation of Title 45 must be charged and prosecuted pursuant to the13

provisions of Title 45.14

15

NEW SECTION.  Section 7.  Prohibitions on physician affiliation with therapeutic marijuana16

licensees. (1) (a) A physician may not:17

(i)  accept or solicit anything of value, including monetary remuneration, from a licensee or registrant or18

offer anything of value to a licensee or registrant;19

(ii) offer a discount or any other thing of value to an individual who uses or agrees to use a particular20

licensee;21

(iii) examine a patient for the purposes of diagnosing a debilitating medical condition at a location where22

therapeutic  marijuana is grown, manufactured, sold, or distributed; or23

(iv) hold an economic interest in an enterprise engaged in the therapeutic use of marijuana if the24

physician certifies the debilitating medical condition of an applicant for a registry identification card.25

(b)  This subsection (1) does not prevent a physician from accepting a fee for providing medical care to26

a licensee or a registrant if the physician charges the licensee or registrant the same fee as the physician charges27

other patients for providing a similar level of medical care.28

(2)  If the department has cause to believe that a physician has violated this section, has violated a29

provision of rules adopted pursuant to [sections 1 through 40], or has not met the standard of care required under30
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[sections 1 through 40], the department may refer the matter to the board of medical examiners for review1

pursuant to 37-1-308.2

(3)  A violation of this section constitutes unprofessional conduct as set out in 37-1-316. If the board of3

medical examiners finds that a physician has violated this section, the board shall restrict the physician's authority4

to provide written certification for the therapeutic use of marijuana. The board of medical examiners shall notify5

the department of the sanction.6

(4)  If the board of medical examiners believes a physician's practices may harm the public health, safety,7

or welfare, the board may summarily restrict, as provided in 2-4-631, a physician's authority to provide written8

certification for the therapeutic use of marijuana.9

10

NEW SECTION.  Section 8.  Local government authority to regulate. (1) To protect the public health,11

safety, or welfare, a local government may by ordinance or resolution regulate a therapeutic marijuana grower12

or a therapeutic marijuana-infused products manufacturer that operates within the local government's13

jurisdictional area. The regulations may include but are not limited to:14

(a)  restrictions on number and location;15

(b)  business licensing requirements;16

(c)  building codes and standards; and17

(d)  the inspection of businesses to ensure compliance with any sanitary requirements established by18

the state licensing authority.19

(2)  An incorporated city or town may adopt an ordinance or resolution that prohibits the cultivation or20

manufacture of therapeutic marijuana by a therapeutic marijuana grower or a therapeutic marijuana-infused21

products manufacturer within its jurisdictional area.22

23

NEW SECTION.  Section 9.  Health care facility procedures for patients who are registered24

cardholders. (1) Except for hospices that allow the therapeutic use of marijuana as provided in [section 14], a25

health care facility as defined in 50-5-101 shall take the following measures in the order listed when a patient who26

is a registered cardholder has therapeutic marijuana in the patient's possession upon admission to the health care27

facility:28

(a)  require the patient to remove the therapeutic marijuana from the premises before the patient is29

admitted, if the patient is able to do so;30
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(b)  make a reasonable effort to contact the patient's personal production assistant or a courier; or1

(c)  contact the local law enforcement agency having jurisdiction in the area where the facility is located.2

(2)  A personal production assistant or courier contacted by a health care facility shall remove the3

therapeutic marijuana without charge to the health care facility and deliver it to the cardholder's residence or to4

a therapeutic marijuana grower  or therapeutic marijuana-infused products manufacturer for storage until the5

patient is discharged from the facility. The personal production assistant or courier may return the therapeutic6

marijuana to the cardholder upon the cardholder's discharge from the facility.7

(3)  A law enforcement agency contacted by a health care facility shall respond by removing and storing8

the therapeutic marijuana until the patient is discharged from the facility.9

(4)  If the therapeutic marijuana is being held by a law enforcement agency, the patient may pick up the10

therapeutic marijuana upon discharge from the hospital at no cost to the patient.11

(5)  A health care facility may not be charged for costs related to removal of therapeutic marijuana from12

the facility's premises.13

14

NEW SECTION.  Section 10.  Therapeutic use of marijuana -- limits on amount -- presumption of15

therapeutic use. (1) (a) Marijuana for therapeutic use may be cultivated or manufactured by:16

(i)  a registered cardholder who has indicated to the department that the cardholder will grow therapeutic17

marijuana for personal use at the cardholder's residence;18

(ii) a therapeutic marijuana grower; or19

(iii) a therapeutic marijuana-infused products manufacturer that has also obtained a therapeutic marijuana20

grower license.21

(b)  A cardholder who lives in a rental property must have the landlord's WRITTEN permission to cultivate22

or manufacture therapeutic marijuana in or on the rental property.23

(2)  (a) A registered cardholder may possess up to 4 mature marijuana plants, 12 seedlings, and a24

maximum of 2 ounces of usable marijuana. EXCEPT AS PROVIDED IN SUBSECTION (2)(B), THE CARDHOLDER SHALL25

KEEP THE MARIJUANA at the cardholder's residence.26

(b)  A registered cardholder may not be in possession of more than 1 ounce OF THE CARDHOLDER'S USABLE27

MARIJUANA when the cardholder is outside of the cardholder's residence.28

(3)  A therapeutic marijuana grower or therapeutic marijuana-infused products manufacturer may provide29

no more than 2 ounces of usable marijuana or its equivalent in an infused product to a registered cardholder30
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during a 30-day period. The licensee shall maintain records of transactions with cardholders to verify that the1

licensee has met the requirements of this section.2

(4)  Marijuana for therapeutic use by registered cardholders must be grown and manufactured in3

Montana.4

(5)  (a) A registered cardholder or licensee is presumed to be engaged in the therapeutic use of5

marijuana if the cardholder or licensee:6

(i) is in possession of a registry identification card or an appropriate license; and7

(ii) is in possession of an amount of marijuana that does not exceed the amount permitted under [sections8

1 through 40].9

(b)  The presumption may be rebutted by evidence that the possession of marijuana was not for the10

purpose of alleviating the symptoms or effects of a registered cardholder's debilitating medical condition.11

12

NEW SECTION.  Section 11.  Confidentiality of registry information -- disclosure. (1) The13

department shall maintain a confidential list of individuals to whom the department has issued registry14

identification cards. Individual names and other identifying information on the list must be confidential and are not15

subject to disclosure, except to:16

(a)  authorized employees of the department and the state licensing authority as necessary to perform17

official duties of the department or state licensing authority; or18

(b)  authorized employees of state or local government agencies, including law enforcement agencies,19

only as necessary to verify that an individual is a lawful possessor of a registry identification card.20

(2)  A person, including an employee or official of the department or other state or local government21

agency, commits the offense of disclosure of confidential information relating to therapeutic use of marijuana if22

the person knowingly or purposely discloses confidential information in violation of this section.23

(3)  A person convicted of disclosure of confidential information relating to therapeutic use of marijuana24

shall be fined not to exceed $1,000 $500 or be imprisoned in the county jail for a term not to exceed 6 months,25

or both.26

27

NEW SECTION.  Section 12.  Legal protections for therapeutic use. (1) An EXCEPT AS PROVIDED IN28

[SECTION 14] AND SUBJECT TO THE PROVISIONS OF SUBSECTION (7), AN individual who possesses a registry29

identification card issued pursuant to [section 4] or a person licensed or registered pursuant to [sections 1730
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through 40] may not be arrested, prosecuted, or penalized in any manner or be denied any right or privilege,1

including but not limited to civil penalty or disciplinary action by a professional licensing board or the department2

of labor and industry, solely because:3

(a)  the registered cardholder acquires, possesses, cultivates, or manufactures marijuana not in excess4

of the amounts allowed under [section 10];5

(b)  the registered cardholder uses therapeutic marijuana; or6

(c)  the licensee or registrant undertakes the activities allowed under the applicable license or registration.7

(2)  A physician may not be arrested, prosecuted, or penalized in any manner or be denied any right or8

privilege, including but not limited to civil penalty or disciplinary action by the board of medical examiners or the9

department of labor and industry, solely for providing written certification for the therapeutic use of marijuana to10

qualifying patients.11

(3)  Nothing in this section prevents the imposition of a civil penalty or a disciplinary action by a12

professional licensing board or the department of labor and industry if:13

(a)  an individual's therapeutic use of marijuana impairs the individual's job-related performance; or14

(b)  a physician violates the standard of care or other requirements of [sections 1 through 40].15

(4)  An interest in or right to property that is possessed, owned, or used in connection with the therapeutic16

use of marijuana or acts incidental to therapeutic use may not be forfeited under any provision of law providing17

for the forfeiture of property other than as a sentence imposed after conviction of a criminal offense.18

(5)  (a) An individual may not be arrested or prosecuted for constructive possession, conspiracy as19

provided in 45-4-102, or other provisions of law or any other offense solely for being in the presence or vicinity20

of the therapeutic use of marijuana as permitted under [sections 1 through 40].21

(b)  This subsection (5) does not prevent the arrest or prosecution of an individual who is in the vicinity22

of the therapeutic use of marijuana if the individual is in possession of or is using marijuana and is not a23

registered cardholder.24

(6)  Except as provided in [section 37], possession of or application for a registry identification card or25

a license does not alone constitute probable cause to search the individual or the property of the individual or26

entity possessing or applying for the registry identification card, license, or registration or otherwise subject the27

individual or property of the individual or entity possessing or applying for the card or license to inspection by any28

governmental agency, including a law enforcement agency.29

(7)  THE PROVISIONS OF SUBSECTION (1) RELATING TO PROTECTION FROM ARREST OR PROSECUTION DO NOT30
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APPLY TO AN INDIVIDUAL UNLESS THE INDIVIDUAL HAS OBTAINED A REGISTRY IDENTIFICATION CARD, LICENSE, OR1

REGISTRATION PRIOR TO AN ARREST OR THE FILING OF A CRIMINAL CHARGE. IT IS NOT A DEFENSE TO A CRIMINAL CHARGE2

THAT AN INDIVIDUAL OBTAINS A REGISTRY IDENTIFICATION CARD, LICENSE, OR REGISTRATION AFTER AN ARREST OR THE3

FILING OF A CRIMINAL CHARGE.4

5

NEW SECTION.  Section 13.  Registry card or license to be carried and exhibited on demand --6

photo identification required.  A registered cardholder or an individual licensed or registered pursuant to7

[sections 1 through 40] shall have the cardholder's registry identification card or the individual's license or8

registration in the individual's immediate possession at all times. The individual shall display the registry9

identification card, license, or registration and a valid photo identification upon demand of a law enforcement10

officer, justice of the peace, or city or municipal judge.11

12

NEW SECTION.  Section 14.  Limitations of therapeutic marijuana act -- penalties. (1) [Sections 113

through 40] do not permit:14

(a)  any person, including a registered cardholder, to operate, navigate, or be in actual physical control15

of a motor vehicle, aircraft, or motorboat while under the influence of marijuana;16

(b)  the use of marijuana by a licensee;17

(c)  except as provided in subsection (3), the therapeutic  use of marijuana:18

(i)  in a health care facility as defined in 50-5-101;19

(ii) in a school or a postsecondary school as defined in 20-5-402;20

(iii) on or in any property owned by a school district or a postsecondary school; or21

(iv) on or in any property leased by a school district or a postsecondary school when the property is being22

used for school-related purposes; or23

(d)  the smoking of marijuana by a registered cardholder:24

(i)  in a school bus or other form of public transportation;25

(ii) in a correctional facility;26

(iii) at a public park, public beach, public recreation center, or youth center;27

(iv) in plain view of or in a place open to the general public; or28

(v)  where exposure to the marijuana smoke significantly adversely affects the health, safety, or welfare29

of children.30
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(2)  A cardholder or licensee may not cultivate or manufacture therapeutic marijuana in a manner that1

is visible from the street or other public area.2

(3)  A hospice licensed under Title 50, chapter 5, may adopt a policy that allows therapeutic use of3

marijuana by a registered cardholder.4

(4)  Nothing in [sections 1 through 40] may be construed to require:5

(a)  a government medical assistance program or private health insurer, A GROUP BENEFIT PLAN THAT IS6

COVERED BY THE PROVISIONS OF TITLE 2, CHAPTER 18, AN INSURER COVERED BY THE PROVISIONS OF TITLE 33, OR AN7

INSURER AS DEFINED IN 39-71-116 to reimburse a person for costs associated with the therapeutic use of8

marijuana; or9

(b)  an employer to accommodate the therapeutic use of marijuana in any workplace.10

(5)  NOTHING IN THIS CHAPTER MAY BE CONSTRUED TO:11

(A)  PROHIBIT AN EMPLOYER FROM INCLUDING IN ANY CONTRACT A PROVISION PROHIBITING THE THERAPEUTIC12

USE OF MARIJUANA; OR13

(B)  PERMIT A CAUSE OF ACTION AGAINST AN EMPLOYER FOR WRONGFUL DISCHARGE PURSUANT TO 39-2-90414

OR DISCRIMINATION PURSUANT TO 49-1-102.15

(5)(6)  Nothing in [sections 1 through 40] may be construed to allow a licensee or registrant to use16

marijuana or to prevent criminal prosecution of a licensee or registrant who uses marijuana or paraphernalia for17

personal use.18

(6)(7)  (a) An individual who violates subsection (1)(a) is subject to a revocation of the individual's registry19

identification card if the individual is convicted of or pleads guilty to any offense related to driving under the20

influence of alcohol or drugs when the initial offense with which the individual was charged was a violation of21

61-8-401, 61-8-406, or 61-8-410. A revocation under this section must be for the period of suspension or22

revocation set forth:23

(i)  in 61-5-208 for a violation of 61-8-401 or 61-8-406; or24

(ii) in 61-8-410 for a violation of 61-8-410.25

(b)  If an individual's registry identification card is subject to renewal during the revocation period, the26

individual  may not renew the card until the full revocation period has elapsed. The card subsequently may be27

renewed only if the individual submits all materials required for renewal.28

29

NEW SECTION.  Section 15.  Fraudulent representation of therapeutic use of marijuana -- penalty.30
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(1) A person commits the offense of fraudulent representation of therapeutic use of marijuana if the person1

knowingly or purposely fabricates or misrepresents to a law enforcement officer a registry identification card,2

license, or registration issued pursuant to [sections 1 through 40].3

(2)  A person convicted of fraudulent representation of therapeutic use of marijuana shall be fined not to4

exceed $1,000 $500 or be imprisoned in the county jail for a term not to exceed 1 year 6 MONTHS, or both.5

NEW SECTION.  Section 16.  Rulemaking -- fees. (1) The department shall adopt rules necessary for7

the implementation and administration of [sections 1 through 16]. The rules must include but are not limited to:8

(a)  the manner in which the department will consider applications for registry identification cards for9

qualifying patients and renewal of registry identification cards for registered cardholders;10

(b)  the acceptable forms of proof of Montana residency;11

(c)  the circumstances under which a patient's admittance into hospice care will qualify as a debilitating12

medical condition;13

(d)  the diagnostic tests allowable as proof of a debilitating medical condition involving severe chronic14

pain;15

(e)  the circumstances under which the department will notify the board of medical examiners of potential16

violations of [section 7]; and17

(f)  other rules necessary to implement the purposes of the regulation of therapeutic marijuana.18

(2)  The department's rules must establish application and renewal fees that generate revenue sufficient19

to offset all expenses of implementing and administering [sections 1 through 16]. The department may vary the20

application and renewal fees along a sliding scale that accounts for an applicant's income.21

22

NEW SECTION.  Section 17.  State licensing authority. (1) The state licensing authority may hire23

employees to carry out the responsibilities assigned under [sections 17 through 40]. The employees are24

employees of the public service commission.25

(2)  The operational costs of the state licensing authority related to carrying out its responsibilities under26

[sections 17 through 40] must be fully funded by fees paid by licensees and registrants. The costs include but27

are not limited to the costs of the authority's licensing, inspection, and investigation duties and operation of the28

hotline provided for in [section 39].29

30
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NEW SECTION.  Section 18.  State licensing authority -- powers and duties -- rulemaking authority.1

(1) (A) THE STATE LICENSING AUTHORITY SHALL DETERMINE THE NUMBER OF LICENSES TO BE ISSUED FOR THERAPEUTIC2

MARIJUANA GROWERS, THERAPEUTIC MARIJUANA-INFUSED PRODUCTS MANUFACTURERS, AND COURIERS BASED UPON3

AN INITIAL REVIEW AND PERIODIC REVIEWS OF THE NUMBER OF REGISTERED CARDHOLDERS WHO HAVE INDICATED TO THE4

DEPARTMENT THAT THEY PLAN TO OBTAIN THERAPEUTIC MARIJUANA FROM A GROWER OR THERAPEUTIC5

MARIJUANA-INFUSED PRODUCTS MANUFACTURER.6

(B)  BASED UPON ITS INITIAL REVIEW AND PERIODIC REVIEWS OF THE NUMBER OF REGISTERED CARDHOLDERS7

AND THE RESULTING NEED FOR THERAPEUTIC MARIJUANA, THE STATE LICENSING AUTHORITY MAY:8

(I)  ISSUE TEMPORARY LICENSES; AND9

(II) REDUCE THE NUMBER OF PLANTS, SEEDLINGS, CUTTINGS, AND CLONES AND THE INVENTORY OF USABLE10

MARIJUANA A GROWER MAY CULTIVATE, MANUFACTURE, OR POSSESS.11

(1)(2)  The state licensing authority shall:12

(a)  grant or refuse state licenses for the cultivation, manufacture, distribution, transportation, and13

provision of therapeutic marijuana as provided by law;14

(b)  suspend, restrict, or revoke licenses upon violation of [sections 1 through 40] or a rule adopted15

pursuant to [sections 1 through 40];16

(c)  impose fines and penalties authorized by [sections 17 through 40] or a rule adopted pursuant to17

[sections 17 through 40];18

(d)  take any action with respect to a registrant that it may take with respect to a licensee;19

(e)  propose and adopt rules and adopt rulings and findings as necessary for the proper regulation and20

control of the cultivation, manufacture, distribution, transportation, and provision of therapeutic marijuana and for21

the enforcement of [sections 1 through 40];22

(f)  hear and determine at a public hearing:23

(i)  an appeal of a state license denial; or24

(ii) a complaint against a licensee;25

(g)  administer oaths and issue subpoenas to require the presence of persons and the production of26

materials necessary for  a hearing held pursuant to this section;27

(h) maintain the confidentiality of reports obtained from a licensee showing the volume or quantity of28

therapeutic marijuana provided to a particular individual or any other records that are exempt from public29

inspection pursuant to state law;30
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(i) develop the forms, licenses, identification cards, and applications necessary for the administration of1

[sections 17 through 40]; and2

(j) report annually to the legislature the number of applications received and granted for each type of3

license, the geographic locations of licensees, the number of registered cardholders served by each licensee,4

and the number and types of licenses revoked by the state licensing authority. The report may not provide any5

individually identifying information about licensees.6

(2)(3)  A hearing held pursuant to this section must comply with the provisions of Title 2, chapter 4.7

(3)(4) The state licensing authority may adopt rules to carry out its duties and responsibilities, including8

but not limited to rules related to:9

(a) licensing procedures, including:10

(i) procedures for applications for initial licenses, renewals, and reinstatements;11

(ii) procedures for approval, denial, or suspension of a license;12

(iii) provisions for fines and license restrictions or revocations;13

(iv) the procedure and fees for submitting fingerprints for background checks; and14

(v)  the fees to be charged for license applications, license issuance, license renewals or reinstatements,15

applications to change locations, and applications to transfer ownership. The fees must cover the operational16

costs of the state licensing authority.17

(b)  the duties of officers and employees of the state licensing authority;18

(c)  requirements for inspections, investigations, searches, and seizures;19

(d)  penalties for violation of the provisions of [sections 17 through 40];20

(e)  prohibitions on misrepresentation and unfair practices;21

(f)  control of informational and product displays on licensed premises;22

(g)  development of individual identification cards for  officers, managers, contractors, employees, and23

other support staff of entities licensed or registered by the state licensing authority pursuant to [sections 1724

through 40];25

(h)  security requirements for a licensed premises including, at a minimum, the lighting, physical security,26

video, and alarm requirements and other minimum procedures for internal control as determined necessary for27

the proper administration and enforcement of [sections 1 through 40];28

(i)  requirements for reporting changes, alterations, or modifications to a licensed premises;29

(j)  the storage of and transportation of therapeutic marijuana;30
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(k)  sanitary requirements for therapeutic marijuana growers and for therapeutic marijuana-infused1

products manufacturers;2

(l)  the acceptable forms of photo identification that a licensee may accept when verifying a transaction;3

(m)  labeling standards;4

(n)  records to be kept by licensees and the required availability of the records, including the availability5

of information ensuring payment of applicable taxes;6

(o)  the sharing of information with other state agencies and with state and local law enforcement7

agencies;8

(p)  the use of genetic markers, if feasible, to verify the source of marijuana in a registered cardholder's9

possession or confiscated by a law enforcement agency; and10

(q)  other rules necessary to carry out the provisions of [sections 1 through 40].11

(4)(5)  Nothing in [sections 1 through 40] may be construed to limit a law enforcement agency's ability12

to investigate unlawful activity in relation to a licensee or registrant. A law enforcement agency may run a13

Montana criminal justice information network criminal history record check of a licensee or a registrant during an14

investigation of unlawful activity related to therapeutic marijuana.15

16

NEW SECTION.  Section 19.  Requirements for provision of therapeutic marijuana. (1) The state17

licensing authority shall establish by rule a process by which registered cardholders who plan to obtain18

therapeutic marijuana from a therapeutic marijuana grower or therapeutic marijuana-infused products19

manufacturer are provided with information about the grower or manufacturer from which the therapeutic20

marijuana may be obtained.21

(2)  A registered cardholder may not obtain therapeutic marijuana directly from a therapeutic marijuana22

grower or therapeutic marijuana-infused product manufacturer.23

(3)  The rules must include but are not limited to:24

(a)  the use of a courier to transport and deliver therapeutic marijuana;25

(b)  the manner in which licensees will ensure that therapeutic marijuana is provided only to registered26

is using a fraudulent registry identification card in an effort to obtain therapeutic marijuana.29

(4)  A licensee may provide a small amount of its therapeutic marijuana or therapeutic marijuana-infused30
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product for testing to a laboratory that is registered pursuant to rules adopted by the state licensing authority1

pursuant to [sections 1 through 40].2

(5)  Therapeutic marijuana and marijuana-infused products must be labeled with a list of all chemical3

additives that were used in the cultivation and production of the therapeutic marijuana or marijuana-infused4

product, including but not limited to nonorganic pesticides, herbicides, and fertilizers.5

6

NEW SECTION.  Section 20.  Organizations eligible for certain licenses -- requirements. (1) To7

qualify for licensure as  a therapeutic marijuana grower or a therapeutic marijuana-infused products manufacturer,8

an applicant must be an organization that is formed or incorporated with a five-member structure of control and9

that operates the licensed activities on a reimbursement-of-costs basis and not for the purposes of earning a10

profit.11

(2)  An applicant under this section shall provide the state licensing authority with:12

(a)  proof of the organization's structure of control;13

(b)  a list of all individuals:14

(i)  with direct or indirect authority over the management policies of the facility; and15

(ii) having a 5% or greater ownership in the licensed premises, whether the ownership is direct or indirect16

and is in land, buildings, or other materials. The information must include owners of any entity that owns all or17

part of the land.18

(c)  a brief business plan showing how the organization will fund operations during the first 2 years of19

licensing, including the funding sources to be used;20

(d)  a description of the facility that will be used for the production of therapeutic marijuana; and21

(e)  other information as required by the state licensing authority.22

23

NEW SECTION.  Section 21.  Classes of licenses -- disclosure -- confidentiality. (1) The state24

licensing authority may issue:25

(a)  a courier license;26

(b)  a personal production assistant license;27

(c)  a therapeutic marijuana grower license;28

(d)  a therapeutic marijuana-infused products manufacturer license; and29

(e)  registrations for A LABORATORY AS ALLOWED UNDER [SECTION 19] AND FOR managers, operators,30
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employees, contractors, and other support staff employed by, working in, or having access to a limited access1

area of a licensed premises.2

(2)  The state licensing authority may take any action with respect to a registrant pursuant to [sections3

17 through 40] that it may take with a licensee.4

(3)  The state licensing authority shall provide each appropriate local law enforcement agency with the5

name and street address of each licensee in the agency's jurisdiction. The law enforcement agency may disclose6

the information to authorized employees of the agency as necessary to verify that a therapeutic marijuana7

operation is licensed and is in compliance with the provisions of [sections 17 through 40].8

9

NEW SECTION.  Section 22.  Couriers -- requirements -- allowable activities. (1) The state licensing10

authority may issue a courier license to an individual or business to transport therapeutic marijuana or therapeutic11

marijuana-infused products from a licensed therapeutic marijuana grower or therapeutic marijuana-infused12

products manufacturer to a registered cardholder.13

(2)  An applicant for a courier license shall:14

(a)  undergo the licensing procedures established in [section 26]; and15

(b)  submit application materials as required by the state licensing authority, including but not limited to16

a statement acknowledging that possession of the license does not allow the person to engage in the use of17

therapeutic marijuana or paraphernalia and agreeing not to divert therapeutic marijuana to anyone who is not18

allowed to possess marijuana pursuant to [sections 1 through 40].19

(3)  A courier shall contract with the therapeutic marijuana grower or therapeutic marijuana-infused20

products manufacturer and may be reimbursed at a rate established by the state licensing authority.21

(4)  Before a courier transports or delivers therapeutic marijuana, the courier shall notify the local law22

enforcement agencies having jurisdiction in the areas where the courier will obtain and deliver the therapeutic23

marijuana. The courier shall specify the licensee from whom the courier is obtaining therapeutic marijuana and24

the registered cardholder to whom the courier is delivering the therapeutic marijuana.25

(5)  The state licensing authority may adopt rules relating to the amount of therapeutic marijuana that a26

courier may possess and transport at any given time.27

(6)  The state licensing authority may grant a courier license to a therapeutic marijuana grower or a28

therapeutic marijuana-infused products manufacturer under exceptional circumstances as established by rule.29

Exceptional circumstances include but are not limited to the proximity of registered cardholders to a therapeutic30
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marijuana grower or infused products manufacturer.1

2

NEW SECTION.  Section 23.  Personal production assistants -- requirements -- allowable activities.3

(1) The state licensing authority shall issue a license to an individual who is named as a personal production4

assistant in a registered cardholder's approved application if the individual:5

(a)  registers the individual's street address with the state licensing authority;6

(b)  signs a statement:7

(i) agreeing to:8

(A)  assist in cultivating or manufacturing therapeutic marijuana only for registered cardholders who have9

named the applicant as their personal production assistant;10

(B)  transport therapeutic marijuana only as allowed in [section 9]; and11

(C)  notify the state licensing authority and other regulatory entities within 10 days of any change in the12

individual's street address or in the street address where the therapeutic marijuana is cultivated or manufactured;13

and14

(ii) acknowledging that the individual may not engage in the use of therapeutic marijuana or use15

paraphernalia for any purpose other than cultivating or manufacturing marijuana for therapeutic use by a16

registered cardholder; and17

(iii) pledging not to divert marijuana to anyone who is not allowed to possess marijuana pursuant to18

[sections 1 through 40];19

(c)  undergoes the licensing procedures established in [section 26]; and20

(d)  is not prohibited from licensure under the provisions of [section 27].21

(2)  An individual may serve as a personal production assistant for no more than four registered22

cardholders unless the state licensing authority approves a personal production assistant to serve more than four23

patients because of exceptional circumstances. Exceptional circumstances include but are not limited to the24

registered cardholder's proximity to a therapeutic marijuana grower or therapeutic marijuana-infused products25

manufacturer.26

(3)  A personal production assistant may not:27

(a)  receive compensation for activities allowed under [sections 1 through 40];28

(b)  hold any other license issued under [sections 17 through 40];29

(c)  delegate to another person the personal production assistant's authority to assist in the production30
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of therapeutic marijuana for a cardholder or engage others to assist in the production of therapeutic marijuana1

for a cardholder; or2

(d)  cultivate or manufacture therapeutic marijuana at a location other than the residence of the registered3

cardholder.4

(4)  A personal production assistant shall maintain at all times a list of the registered cardholders who5

have named the individual as their personal production assistant. The list must include the registry identification6

card number of each patient and must be provided to a law enforcement agency upon request.7

8

NEW SECTION.  Section 24.  Therapeutic marijuana grower -- requirements -- allowable activities.9

(1) An organization licensed as a therapeutic marijuana grower shall cultivate marijuana at a licensed premises.10

(2)  A therapeutic marijuana grower shall:11

(a)  limit its therapeutic marijuana production to:12

(i)  95 mature plants; and13

(ii) the number of seedlings, cuttings, and clones and inventory of usable marijuana set by the state14

licensing authority by rule; and15

(b)  submit to the state licensing authority an acknowledgment that it will not exceed allowable production16

limits.17

(3)  A therapeutic marijuana grower may:18

(a)  sell marijuana to a therapeutic marijuana-infused products manufacturer as allowed by the state19

licensing authority; and20

(b)  contract with a courier to deliver therapeutic marijuana to a registered cardholder.21

(4)  A therapeutic marijuana grower may not:22

(a)  transfer therapeutic marijuana to another grower; or23

(b)  conduct transactions directly with a registered cardholder at the therapeutic marijuana grower's24

licensed premises.25

(5)  Therapeutic marijuana may not be used in any form on the licensed premises.26

NEW SECTION.  Section 25.  Therapeutic marijuana-infused products manufacturer -- allowable28

activities.

(3)  The state licensing authority shall determine the maximum amount and forms of marijuana that a15

therapeutic marijuana-infused products manufacturer may obtain from a therapeutic marijuana grower.16

(4) A therapeutic marijuana-infused product must be prepackaged and labeled in accordance with rules17

adopted by the state licensing authority to indicate at a minimum that:18
