THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE HUNDRED THI RD LEG SLATURE OF
NEBRASKA, SECOND SESSI ON, RESCLVE THAT:

Section 1. At the general election in Novenber 2014 the
foll owi ng proposed anendnent to the Constitution of Nebraska shall be
submitted to the electors of the State of Nebraska for approval or
rejection:

To anmend Article Ill, section 2:

I11-2 The first power reserved by the people is the
initiative whereby |laws may be enacted and constitutional anendnents
adopted by the people independently of the Legislature. This power
may be invoked by petition wherein the proposed neasure shall be set
forth at length. If the petition be for the enactnent of a law, it
shall be signed by sevenr three percent of the registered voters of
the state, and if the petition be for the anmendnment of the
Constitution, the petition therefor shall be signed by ten five

percent of such registered voters. la—all—eases For a petition for

the enactnent of a law, the reqgistered voters signing such petition

shall be so distributed as to include three percent of the reqistered
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voters of each of two-fifths of the counties of the state. For a

petition for the anendnment of the Constitution, the registered voters

signing such petition shall be so distributed as to include five
percent of the registered voters of each of two-fifths of the
counties of the state. Wen ;—anrd—when thus signed, the petition
shall be filed with the Secretary of State who shall subnit the
neasure thus proposed to the electors of the state at the first
general election held not less than four nmonths after such petition
shatH—have—been is filed. The sane neasure, either in form or in
essential substance, shall not be subnmitted to the people by
initiative petition, either affirmatively or negatively, nore often
than once in three years. If conflicting neasures subnmtted to the
people at the sanme election be approved, the one receiving the
hi ghest nunber of affirmative votes shall thereby becone law as to
all conflicting provisions. The constitutional limtations as to the
scope and subject matter of statutes enacted by the Legi slature shal
apply to those enacted by the initiative. Initiative neasures shal
contain only one subject. The Legislature shall not anend, repeal
nodify, or inpair a law enacted by the people by initiative,
cont enmpor aneously with the adoption of this initiative measure or at
any time thereafter, except upon a vote of at |east two-thirds of al
the menbers of the Legislature.

Sec. 2. The proposed anmendnent shall be subnmitted to the
electors in the manner prescribed by the Constitution of Nebraska,

Article XVI, section 1, with the follow ng ballot |anguage:
