LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 88

 

Introduced by Pansing Brooks, 28.

WHEREAS, Ethan Cotter, a senior in the Lincoln Public Schools Science

Focus Program and member of Troop 54 of Lincoln, has completed the requirements

for the rank of Eagle Scout in Scouts BSA; and

WHEREAS, to earn the rank of Eagle Scout, the highest rank in scouting, a

scout must fulfill requirements in the areas of leadership, service, and

outdoor skills. Throughout their scouting experience, these young people have

learned, been tested on, and been recognized for various scouting skills; and

WHEREAS, to achieve the rank of Eagle Scout, a scout is required to earn

21 merit badges, 13 of which are in required areas, and complete an approved

community service project; and

WHEREAS, for his Eagle Scout service project, Ethan collaborated with the

American Legion to identify veterans buried without a veteran designation in

Stromsburg Cemetery and then procured and placed appropriate markings at those

gravesites to designate the wars in which those veterans fought; and

WHEREAS, Ethan, through hard work and perseverance has joined other high

achievers who are Eagle Scouts, including astronauts, leaders of government and

industry, artists, scientists, and athletes.
