AN ACT relating to elections; providing that a registrar of voters is 
an elected office; and providing other matters properly 
relating thereto. 

Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law authorizes a board of county commissioners in a county having a 1 
population of 100,000 or more (currently Clark and Washoe Counties) to create the 2 
office of registrar of voters and make appointments to the office. (NRS 244.164) 3 
The office of registrar of voters has various duties relating to elections. (NRS 4 
244.164, 293.186, 293.503) 5 
 Section 3 of this bill provides that the office of registrar of voters is an elected 6 
office. Sections 1, 2, 4 and 5 of this bill make conforming changes related to 7 
changing the office from an appointed to an elected office. 8 
 Section 6 of this bill provides that if a board of county commissioners has 9 
created the office of registrar of voters before January 1, 2022, a person who is a 10 
registrar of voters on January 1, 2022, may continue to serve in that office until the 11 
general election held in November 2022. 12
