An Act relating to judicial officers; amending 20
0.S. 2011, Sections 3.1, 30.2A and 31.2, which relate
to salaries; modifying compensation of certain
judicial officers; requiring payment from existing
available funds; and providing an effective date.

SUBJECT: Judicial Compensation
BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

SECTION 1. AMENDATORY 20 0.S. 2011, Section 3.1, is
amended to read as follows:

Section 3.1. A. Except as otherwise provided by the Board on
Judicial Compensation, the following judicial officers shall receive
compensation for their services, payable monthly as follows:

1. The Chief Justice of the Supreme Court shall receive an
annual salary of SreHundredSeventeen ThousandFiveHundred

Eight Hundred Twenty Dollars ($155,820.00); and

2. An Associate Justice of the Supreme Court shall receive an
annual salary of SreHundredTFhirteen ThousandFive Hundred—Seventy—
ene—Phottars—5+H13+5+-66)> One Hundred Forty-five Thousand Nine
Hundred Fourteen Dollars ($145,914.00).

B. Any increase in salary provided for in subsection A of this
section must be paid from existing available funds.




SECTION 2. AMENDATORY 20 0.S. 2011, Section 30.2A, is
amended to read as follows:

Section 30.2A. A. Except as otherwise provided by the Board on
Judicial Compensation, the following judicial officers shall receive
compensation for their services, payable monthly as follows:

1. The Presiding Judge of the Court of Civil Appeals shall
receive an annual salary of SnreHundred MNine TFhousand—Seven Hundred
Thirty—one—Pottars—+51+089-731+-00) One Hundred Forty Thousand Seven
Hundred Ninety-five Dollars ($140,795.00); and

2. A Judge of the Court of Civil Appeals shall receive an
annual salary of oreHundredEight Thousand Three Hundred Thirty—sisx
bettars—53688+336-00) One Hundred Thirty-eight Thousand Two Hundred
Thirty-five Dollars ($138,235.00).

B. Any increase in salary provided for in subsection A of this
section must be paid from existing available funds.

SECTION 3. AMENDATORY 20 0.S. 2011, Section 31.2, is
amended to read as follows:

Section 31.2. A. Except as otherwise provided by the Board on
Judicial Compensation, the following judicial officers shall receive
compensation for their services, payable monthly as follows:

1. The Presiding Judge of the Court of Criminal Appeals shall
