DESCRIPTION 

 
House Bill 2381 amends Title 63 (Professions and Occupations (State Licensed)) in 

powers and duties, providing for temporary rulemaking authority. 
 
This legislation allows a licensing board or commission under the Department of 

State’s Bureau of Professional and Occupational Affairs to promulgate one-time 
temporary regulations that are necessary for the implementation of each interstate 

licensure compact enacted by the General Assembly.  Temporary regulations may 
bypass the requirements of the Commonwealth Documents Law, the Commonwealth 
Attorneys Act, and the Regulatory Review Act and shall expire after three years. 

 
This act shall take effect in 60 days.
