The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

This act shall be known and may be cited as the Safer Sealant
Act.

"Department." The Department of Environmental Protection of
the Commonwealth.

"Fund." The Safer Sealant Fund established under section

5(a).
