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AN ACT

Repealing in part the act of June 13, 1836 (P.L.551, No.169),
entitled "An act relating to roads, highways and bridges."

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Sections 11, 12, 13, 14, 16 and 17 of the act of
June 13, 1836 (P.L.551, No.1l69), referred to as the General Road
Law, are repealed:

[Section 11. Proceedings to open private roads

The several Courts of Quarter Sessions shall, in open court
as aforesaid, upon the petition of one or more persons,
associations, partnerships, stock companies, or corporations,
for a road from their respective lands or leaseholds to a
highway or place of necessary public resort, or to any private
way leading to a highway, or upon the petition of the chief
executive officer of any executive or administrative department
of the state government for a road from any public highway

across any lands of any person, association, or corporation to
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25 repair, and made easy for passing, by the respective owners of

30 said land.
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23 Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
