The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Sections 9122.1(a) and 9122.2(a) (1) and (3) of
Title 18 of the Pennsylvania Consolidated Statutes, amended or
added June 28, 2018 (P.L.402, No.56), are amended to read:

§ 9122.1. Petition for limited access.

(a) General rule.--Subject to the exceptions in subsection
(b) and notwithstanding any other provision of this chapter,
upon petition of a person who has been free from conviction for
a period of 10 years for an offense punishable by one or more
years in prison and has completed [each court-ordered financial

obligation of the sentence] payment of all court-ordered

restitution, the court of common pleas in the jurisdiction where

a conviction occurred may enter an order that criminal history

7 (a) General rule.--The following shall be subject to limited

11 for limited access under section 9122.4 (relating to order to
12 vacate order for limited access), criminal history record
13 information pertaining to a conviction of a misdemeanor of
14 the second degree, a misdemeanor of the third degree or a
15 misdemeanor offense punishable by imprisonment of no more
16 than two years if a person has been free for 10 years from
17 conviction for any offense punishable by imprisonment of one
18 or more years and if [completion of each court-ordered
19 financial obligation of the sentence] payment of all court-
20 ordered restitution has occurred.
