The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:
Section 1. Title 38 of the Pennsylvania Consolidated
Statutes is amended by adding a part to read:

S 2101. Tegislative findings.

The General Assembly finds and declares as follows:

(1) Passover is widely celebrated as one of the most

sacred holidays of Judaism.
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(2) Passover commemorates the freedom of the Israelites

from slavervy.

(3) Yom Kippur, the dav of atonement, is considered the

holiest dav of the Jewish calendar.

(4) Yom Kippur is set aside as a day of praver, fasting,

introspection and repentance.

(5) More than 400,000 Pennsyvlvanians are among those in

the worldwide Jewish population who observe Passover and the

holy day of Yom Kippur.

§ 2102. Designation.

In accordance with longstanding Jewish tradition, the

following dayvs shall be observed by the Commonwealth:

(1) The 15th dayv of the Hebrew month of Nisan shall be

recognized as the First Dayv of Passover.

(2) Ten dayvs after Rosh Hashanah, the 10th day of

Tishri, shall be recognized as Yom Kippur.

Section 2. Nothing in this act shall be construed to require
an employer or the Commonwealth to consider Passover or Yom
Kippur as a legal holiday or to provide paid leave to an
employee solely on the basis of the dates designated in this
act.

Section 3. This act shall take effect immediately.
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
