elections," in preliminary provisions, providing for election
monitoring and imposing duties on the Pennsylvania Commission
on Crime and Delinguency.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania

hereby enacts as follows:

Section

1. The act of June 3, 1937 (P.L.1333, No.320), known

as the Pennsylvania Election Code, is amended by adding a

section to read:
Section 107. Flection Monitoring.—-—-The Pennsylvania
Commission on Crime and Delinguency shall monitor election data,

preparing a report of election districts that should

be investigated for potential election fraud, including alleged

irreqgularities, violations of this act and other suspicious

2 (1) Prepared before the certification of the returns of the

3 election by the respective county board.

7 (3) Deemed a public record and subject to public access

8 under the act of February 14, 2008 (P.L.6, No.3), known as the

9 "Right-to-Know Law."

10 Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
