AN ACT
Amending Title 74 (Transportation) of the Pennsylvania
Consolidated Statutes, in administrative practice and
procedure, providing for annual limitation on expenditure

from Motor License Fund; and establishing the Pennsylvania
State Police Fund.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Title 74 of the Pennsylvania Consolidated
Statutes is amended by adding sections to read:

S 304. Annual limitation on expenditure from Motor License

Fund.

Not more than the following amounts for the fiscal vears

specified mav be expended or transferred from the Motor License

Fund for the purpose of the operations of the Pennsylvania State

Police:

(1) For the fiscal vear beginning July 1, 2015, not more

than $500,000,000.

(2) For the fiscal vear beginning July 1, 2016, not more

than $450,000,000.

(3) For the fiscal vear beginning July 1, 2017, not more

20 (a) Establishment.—-—-The Pennsvlvania State Police Fund is

21 established in t

he State Treasuryv. The monevs of the fund are

22 appropriated to the Pennsvlvania State Police on a continuing

23 Dbasis for the pu

rposes set forth in this section.

24 (b) Source of funding.-—-Notwithstanding any other provision

25 of law to the co

ntrary, the following amounts for the fiscal

26 years specified

shall be deposited into the fund from moneyvs

27 collected under Article IT of the act of March 4, 1971 (P.L.6,
28 No.2), known as the Tax Reform Code of 1971:

23 including, but not limited to, the enforcement of the provisions

24 of 75 Pa.C.S. (relating to vehicles) and other laws on the

25 highways of this Commonwealth.

26 (d) Definition.—-—-For purposes of this section, "fund" means

27 the Pennsvylvania State Police Fund established under this

28 section.

29 Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
