Heritage Month" in Pennsylvania; and recognizing the
achievements of Hispanic Americans in our Commonwealth.

WHEREAS, Latinos are the largest and fastest-growing ethnic
minority in our Commonwealth and our nation; and

WHEREAS, Pennsylvania's ethnically diverse population

features nearly 1 million Hispanic residents, including
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individuals of Puerto Rican, Mexican and Dominican descent; and

WHEREAS, With roots in Spain, Mexico, the Caribbean and
Central and South America, Hispanic Americans culturally enrich
our communities, spur business and industry and commit to
careers in law enforcement, military service and public service;
and

WHEREAS, Throughout our history, Hispanic Americans have
shown their devotion to our nation through military service and
have fought in every war since our nation's founding; and

WHEREAS, Hispanic Americans serve in Federal and State courts
and are members of the Congress of the United States and the
General Assembly; and

WHEREAS, "National Hispanic Heritage Month" has become a
vital opportunity to celebrate the rich cultural traditions and
significant achievements of our Hispanic and Latino American
communities across the Commonwealth; therefore be it
