WHEREAS, With its original mission accomplished, the March of Dimes sought out a 5 

new mission. Today, the organization works to improve the health of women of childbearing age, 6 

infants, and children by preventing birth defects, premature birth, and infant mortality; and  7 

WHEREAS, More than four million babies were born in the United States last year, and 8 

the March of Dimes helped all of them through research, education, vaccines, and breakthroughs; 9

WHEREAS, The March of Dimes was also there for more than half a million babies born 11 

too soon, over 1,300 of them right here in Rhode Island; and 12 

WHEREAS, The March of Dimes and its volunteers continue to advocate for state health 13 

policies and programs that affect women of childbearing age, infants, children, and families; now, 14 

therefore be it 15 

RESOLVED, That this House of Representatives of the State of Rhode Island and 16 

Providence Plantations hereby warmly welcomes the 2014 March of Dimes National 17 

Ambassadors Jill Teeters, David Lamothe, and Aidan Lamothe, and the 2014 Rhode Island 18
