Jeanette and George Karas. She grew up and spent most of her youth in Chicago, Illinois; and  6 

WHEREAS, Similar to many men and women of the "Greatest Generation," Mrs. Boylan 7 

served our country with honor during World War II as a United States Navy Wave, stationed in 8 

New York City, and subsequently became a member of the United States Navy Air Reserve in 9 

Glenview, Illinois; and 10 

WHEREAS, Dorothy met and married Francis T. Boylan, who was a native of the City of 11 

Newport, and for many years during the 1960s and 1970s, while he was employed by the United 12 

States Navy Overseas Schools, they made their home in Washington, D.C.; and 13 

WHEREAS, The couple finally made their way to Rhode Island, settling in Middletown, 14 

and later in the City-by-the-Sea, where Dorothy still resides today; and  15 

WHEREAS, Dorothy Boylan’s service to our country and her amazing grace has 16 

enriched the lives of those around her and we are honored to share in the joyous celebration of her 17 

100th Birthday; now, therefore be it 18

joins the family and friends of Dorothy K. Boylan in wishing her a very happy 100th Birthday. 20
