 (5) Not more than one hundred milligrams (100 mgs.) of opium per one hundred 34 
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milliliters (100 mls.) or per one hundred grams (100 gms.). 1 

 (b) Not more than five tenths milligrams (0.5 mgs.) of difenoxin and not less than 2 

twenty-five (25) micrograms of atropine sulfate per dosage unit. 3
