FOR HISHEROIC ACTIONSIN SAVING A PERSON'S LIFE

WHEREAS, On April 13, 2010, the South Kingstown Police Department received a call
that a citizen was suffering from cardiac arrest; and

WHEREAS, Officer Trevor Richmond responded to the scene, arriving before
Emergency Medical Services, and found the individua unresponsive and not breathing; and

WHEREAS, Utilizing an automated external defibrillator he had in his police car, Officer
Richmond immediately shocked the patient and proceeded with resuscitation efforts by
performing CPR; and

WHEREAS, The patient was transported to South County Hospital, where hospital staff
determined that the patient’s heartbeat had been returned to a normal rhythm. The hospital staff
noted that Officer Richmond’s quick thinking and appropriate response were the main factors in
saving this person’s life; now, therefore be it

WHEREAS, That this Senate of the State of Rhode Island and Providence Plantations
hereby honors a true hero, South Kingstown Police Officer Trevor Richmond, for his efforts in
saving a person’s life. Officer Richmond's actions are a credit to the South Kingstown Police
Department and the Town of South Kingstown; and be it further
