Firefighter Health and Safety Priorities which guide departments on how to keep members safe
and eliminate preventable injuries and death. Although created for volunteer fire departments, the
B.E.S.T. concepts apply to al fire and emergency services departments, and

WHEREAS, Keeping the fire community informed, the NVFC joined forces with
Provident Agency to distribute 30,000 posters and sent them to every fire department in the
United States. National and state fire services media outlets were used to get the word out and the
NV FC expanded its website to feature resources and tools to implement B.E.S.T. practices, and

WHEREAS, Deputy Chief Quinn was avital cog in these efforts and we are proud to see
that he has been recognized for his concern for the safety of others; now, therefore be it
