Maria DiPrata Society in 1986. Not only was Ameritounder of the society, but he also served

others, Americo would regularly house immigrantidta families until they were able to become
self sufficient; and

WHEREAS, Above all, Americo cherished his familydatiie time they spent together.
From cultivating his olive and fig trees, to playircards with friends, to watching his
grandchildren and great grandchildren grow, Amepoavided a loving model of how to enjoy
the simple pastimes in life; and
