FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to revise certain provisions concerning the deposit of
forfeited foundation program funds.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:

Section 1. That § 13-13-38 be amended to read as follows:

13-13-38. The Department of Education shall determine on December first, or as soon
thereafter as practicable, of each school fiscal year the amount of foundation program fundsto
which each school district within the state is eligible. The department shall require from any
county or school district officer any information which is necessary in order to apportion
foundation program funds. If complete and accurate information is past due according to the
reporting dates specified in § 13-8-47, the secretary of the Department of Education on August
thirtieth shall declare the school district to be fiscally delinquent. The school district, unless
granted an extension, shall forfeit from its entitlement one hundred dollarsfor each day that the
datais past due for seven days and two hundred dollarsfor each day past due thereafter starting

with the eighth day.
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
