Section 1. That § 8-5-13 be amended to read as follows:4

8-5-13. No township may pass any ordinance that restricts in any way restrict possession,5

transportation, sale, transfer, ownership, manufacture, or repair of firearms or ammunition or6

their components. Any ordinances existing restrictions prohibited by this section are null and7

void.8

Section 2. That § 7-18A-36 be amended to read as follows:9

7-18A-36. No county may pass any ordinance that restricts in any way restrict possession,10

transportation, sale, transfer, ownership, manufacture, or repair of firearms or ammunition or11

their components. Any ordinances existing restrictions prohibited by this section are null and12

void.13
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Section 3. That § 9-19-20 be amended to read as follows:1

9-19-20. No municipality may pass any ordinance that restricts in any way restrict2

possession, transportation, sale, transfer, ownership, manufacture, or repair of firearms or3

ammunition or their components. Any ordinances existing restrictions prohibited by this section4

are null and void.5
