Section 1. That § 47-9A-13.1 be amended to read as follows:4

47-9A-13.1. No corporation, except a family farm corporation, may own or operate The5

restrictions of §§ 47-9A-1 and 47-9A-3 do not apply to any hog confinement facility. For the6

purposes of this chapter a hog confinement facility is any real estate used for the breeding,7

farrowing and, or raising of swine. This restriction shall not apply to the acquisition of a hog8

confinement facility by a corporation by process of law in the collection of debts, or by any9

other procedure for the enforcement of a lien or claim thereon, as provided in § 47-9A-7.10
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
