BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:

Section 1. That § 13-13-1.4 be repealed.

Section 6. That § 13-13-11.1 be amended to read:

13-13-11.1. For the purposes of distributing state aid to special education under the provisions
of §13-37-36.1, fundsreceived from thefederal government under Title V1II of the Elementary and
Secondary Education Act funds add on for children with disabilities shall be deposited into the
school district special education fund.

Section 7. That § 13-13-17 be repealed.

Section 8. That § 13-13-88 be amended to read:

13-13-88. Thereis hereby created in the state treasury the workforce education fund to be used
for the following purposes:

(1) Tofund the limited English proficiency adjustment as referenced in 8 13-13-89;

(2)  Provide grants for the purposes of providing secondary career and technical education

programs; and
(3  Provide one-time funding to the Department of Education for one-time education
enhancement programs that are defined annually and approved by the Legisature.
Interest earned on money in the fund shall be deposited into the fund. Any money in the

workforce education fund is continuously appropriated to the Department of Education for the
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purposes stated in this section and 8§ 13-13-89. Any money deposited into and distributed from the
fund shall be set forth in an informational budget as described in § 4-7-7.2.

Beginning
in fiscal year 2017, money from the workforce education fund shall be disbursed as follows:

() Two million five hundred thousand dollars shall be distributed to fund new and existing
secondary career and technical education programs of which two hundred fifty thousand
dollarsmay bedistributed to private, nonprofit entitiesthat provide specialized career and
technical services and education; and

(2)  Any amount remaining in the fund after the distribution in subdivision (1) is made shall
be dlocated to the Department of Education for one-time education enhancement
programs that are defined annually and approved by the Legislature.
