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FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to allow certain fireworks to be used all year.1

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:2

Section 1. That § 34-37-7 be amended to read as follows:3

34-37-7. Nothing in this chapter shall be construed as applying applies to toy paper caps4

containing not more than twenty-five hundredths of a grain of explosive composition per cap,5

to snakes, and smoke effects, if they do not fly, travel, or explode, to single-shot parachute6

pieces without a flare, and to the manufacture, storage, sale, or use of signals necessary for the7

safe operation of railroads or other classes of public or private transportation, nor applying.8

Nothing in this chapter applies to the military or navy forces of the United States or of this state,9

or to peace law enforcement officers, nor as prohibiting. Nothing in this chapter prohibits the10

sale or use of blank cartridges for ceremonial, or theatrical, or athletic events.11
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
