AN ACT
ENTITLED, An Act to define certain acts as misbranding of food products.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:

Section 1. That chapter 39-4 be amended by adding a NEW SECTION to read:

A food product shall be deemed to be misbranded if the product islabeled or branded in afalse,
deceptive, or misleading manner that intentionally misrepresentsthe product asameat food product
as defined in 8 39-5-6, a meat by-product as defined in § 39-5-6, or as poultry.

For the purposes of thistitle, the term, poultry, includes anything containing meat intended for
or capabl e of usefor human consumption, that isderived, inwholeor in part, from any domesticated
bird intended for human consumption.

For the purposes of this section, an intentional violation occurs when the party committing the

violation knew or should have known that the conduct was a violation of this section.
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
