A LEGISLATIVE COMMEMORATION, Celebrating and honoring Tabor's Czech Days 

annual festivities on the occasion of its seventy-fourth anniversary. 

 WHEREAS, Czech immigrants have enriched the culture of South Dakota with their 

exceptional and traditional achievements in music, literature, and art, and are known for their 

love of agriculture, mechanical arts, and democracy, which they strive to preserve for future
